Promote better understanding and awareness of ILO standards relevant to migration for employment and the protection of migrant workers and assist States in conforming national labor migration policies and national law and practice to the principles contained in these ILO standards.

Strengthen the capacity of authorities, including labor inspection services and labor tribunals, to secure compliance with labor laws, with a particular focus on the situation and working conditions of migrant workers, by building transparency, knowledge and professionalism, and by sharing best practices.
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
