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LIST OF THE EXPENSES INCURRED 

BY HOLDING THE INDIGENOUS PEOPLES’ CAUCUS, THE FIFTH MEETING OF NEGOTIATIONS IN THE QUEST FOR POINTS OF CONSENSUS AND THE FOURTH SPECIAL SESSION OF THE WORKING GROUP  
I. INTRODUCTION


The Summits of the Americas Secretariat presents this preliminary Report, which contains a list of the expenses incurred in holding the Fifth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus and the Fourth Special Session of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples of the Permanent Council of the Organization of American States (OAS).


The Fifth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus and the Fourth Special Session was held at OAS headquarters on February 7-11, 2005. The Meetings were attended by representatives of indigenous peoples, whose expenses were covered by the "Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples," established by resolution CPIRES. 817 (1319/02) and reformed by resolution CP/RES. 873 (1319/05) “Amendments to the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.”

II. SELECTION BOARD


The Selection Board of the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples met on January 11 and 12, 2005 to consider and approve the list of indigenous representatives and leaders who were beneficiaries of the Fund that participated in the Fifth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus and the Fourth Special Session of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples held on February 7-11,2005 at headquarters of the Organization of American States (OAS) in Washington, DC.


The Selection Board of the Fund, comprised by Ambassador Juan Leon Alvarado, Alternate Representative of Guatemala to the OAS and Chair of the Working Group; Councilor Ana Peña, Alternate Representative of Peru to the OAS and Vice Chair of the Working Group; Mr. Alfredo Regino Montes, Representative of Central America and the Caribbean; Mr. Carlos Jesús Oberto Pocaterra, Representative of South America, and Mr. Rolland Pangowish, Representative of North America, adopted all decisions in accordance with Resolution CP/RES. 873 (1459/04) of the Permanent Council of the OAS.


These indigenous representatives were elected by the Indigenous Caucus during the Fourth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus held in November of 2004.

III. INDIGENOUS REPRESENTATIVES


The Summits of the Americas Secretariat received and processed 43 applications from indigenous representatives. The selection process took into account the criteria set forth in resolution CP/RES. 873 (1459/04), such as the fact that participants must be representatives of indigenous organizations and communities, designated as representatives by those same organizations and communities, equitable geographic representation of beneficiaries, and, at the same time, gender equity and equality, with no more than two representatives per indigenous organization or community.

The Summits of the Americas Secretariat sent all the selected indigenous representatives an invitation letter and notified the Honorable Consuls of the United States of America in each country regarding the selection of each indigenous representative. The Summits of the Americas Secretariat produced electronic bulletins regarding the decision of the Selection Board.


Of this group, the following two representatives were unable to attend the Fifth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus:

Additionally, the Summits of the Americas Secretariat produced an Informative Bulletin regarding the Fifth Meeting of Negotiations and the Fourth Special Session that was transmitted electronically on two occasions to the selected indigenous representatives, those representatives who showed interest in participating in the said Meeting, and those in the Indigenous Peoples database of the Summit of the Americas Secretariat.

IV. LIST OF EXPENSES


The total cost of the Fifth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus and the Fourth Special Session of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples was US$56,063.19, which breaks down as follows:

Airfare

The cost of round-trip airfare for the indigenous representatives, from their home locations to Washington, DC, totaled US$19,744.41. The Summits of the Americas Secretariat produced an electronic correspondence for each indigenous representative and applying organization, which informed them of the selection process, the purchase of their ticket, the airline, their reservation number, and the record locator of each airline ticket.

Per diem expenses

The Fund also covered the cost of per diem expenses ofUS$60.00 per night for each of the 23 Indigenous Peoples representatives that participated in the Meeting. The total cost of per diem expenses was US$12,900.00. Additionally, the Fund paid US$180.00 for the terminal expenses of three indigenous representatives (Rolland Pangowich - Canada, Eduardo Nieva - Argentina and Joseph Garnett - Dominica) that arrived and departed from Dulles Airport; US$18.00 to cover the costs of domestic transportation (Yellow Cab and Taxi Cab); US$12.00 to cover the difference of airfare for one indigenous representative (Jacqueline Jubithana). The total of these expenses were US$13,110.00.

Hotel

The representatives of the indigenous peoples participating in the Negotiations stayed at the Harrington Hotel located at 436 11 Street NW, Washington, DC 20004. Considering that the Inter-American Development Bank covered the costs of accommodations for one (1) night, the total cost of hotel accommodations was US$12,750.00 (10 nights at $85 per night = $850.00 for 15 rooms). However, taking into account the absence of the two aforementioned indigenous representatives and the late arrival into Washington, DC of other representatives, the Fund paid a total ofUS$10,710.00 to cover these expenses.

Meeting of the Indigenous Caucus

Likewise, the Fund covered the cost of the Indigenous Caucus held February 3-6, 2005, at the Harrington Hotel located at 436 11 Street NW, Washington, D.C. 20004. During this preparatory meeting the Fund covered the cost of coffee, beverages and lunch for 70 people totaling US$2,31O.00, which was paid to Blue Plate Cafe.

In addition, the Fund paid for interpretation services for the Indigenous Caucus, in the amount of US$7,815.00. Interpretation services were provided by Cassandra Smithies (US$3,990) and Colleen K. Reeks (US$3,825.00).

Medical insurance

The Summits of the Americas Secretariat processed and purchased the medical insurance of each selected indigenous representative for the duration of the Meeting, which included the days dedicated to t4e Indigenous Caucus. The total amount used to cover the cost of the medical insurance for each indigenous representative was US$1,373.78.

Communications and administrative support

The Fund covered the costs of communications, administrative and technical support, documents, and communications with the indigenous peoples' representatives, which reached the approximate sum of US$1,000.00.

V. CURRENT BALANCE OF THE FUND


At the beginning of the V Meeting of Negotiations the Fund had a balance of US$160,784.65 from the following contributions:

The cost of the Fifth Session of Negotiations and the Fourth Special Session was US$56,063.19. The Fund received a contribution from Brazil for the value of US$5,000 to support the formulation of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.
