10. Participate in transnational networks and fora for dialogue among migrant organizations, and    support the work of multilateral entities, and civil society organizations. 

Specific Activities
14. Develop joint initiatives with the private sector to foster economic development and protect the     applicable labor rights of migrants.

15.  Promote discussions on the promotion and protection of the human rights of migrants with the participation of governments, international agencies, private sector representatives, and community leaders.  
32. Incorporate in assistance and technical cooperation activities, when appropriate, the condition of migrant vulnerability and the elimination of discrimination based on race, gender, religion, political opinion, and social origin.

50. Cooperate and exchange information among states regarding individual and collective trafficking in persons networks and develop individual and collective strategies in order to prevent trafficking, and investigate and prosecute traffickers, and protect and assist victims of trafficking.

53. Support voluntary community or individual initiatives on the use of investment funds and productive projects to promote the general economic development.
56. Protect the personal integrity of migrants and take appropriate measures to prevent, combat and eradicate violence and other forms of crime, such as fraud, extortion and corruption and gang activity, against migrants and seasonal residents.
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
