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The Permanent Council and the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) held a joint meeting, pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 1990 (XXXIV-O/04), to study the relationship between trade, debt, and financing, and to consider the impact of the debt service burden on the fight against poverty.


Participating in the opening ceremony were the Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Alberto Borea Odría, Permanent Representative of Peru; the Chair of CEPCIDI, Ambassador Salvador E. Rodezno Fuentes, Permanent Representative of Honduras; the moderator for the meeting, Ambassador Marcelo Hervas, Permanent Representative of Ecuador; the Acting Secretary General of the Organization, Ambassador Luigi R. Einaudi; the Acting Executive Secretary for Integral Development, Dr. Brian Stevenson; and the Director of the Office of Trade, Growth, and Competitiveness, Dr. José Manuel Salazar-Xirinachs.

The opening ceremony was followed by two panel discussions.

The panelists for Panel Discussion I, “Debt Relief, Growth, and Poverty Reduction,” were Vikram Nehru (World Bank), Helge Semb (Inter-American Development Bank), Jian-Ye Wang (International Monetary Fund), Octaviano Canuto (World Bank), James Barrineau (Alliance Capital), David Wyss (Standard & Poor’s), and Jonathan Sanford (Congressional Research Service).

Those for Panel Discussion II, “Trade and Economic Development,” were William Cline (Institute for International Economics), Eduardo Lora (Inter-American Development Bank), Hans Schulz (Inter-American Development Bank), Jeffrey L. Miller (Export-Import Bank), and Enrique Camaño (Bancomext). 

Delegations were given the opportunity to make comments at the end of each of the panel discussions.
