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· Draft program of activities for the visit of the Permanent Council delegation to Haiti

The Permanent Council considered the draft program of activities for the visit of its delegation to Haiti (CP/doc.3933/04), presented by the Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Carmen Marina Gutiérrez, and decided to amend it in keeping with the proposals made at the meeting.  The Council also decided to invite the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights to present an oral report on its visit to Haiti, scheduled for September 1 to 3, 2004.

· Reports of the Office of the Inspector General

The Permanent Council listened to a presentation by the Inspector General of the Organization, Dr. Linda Fealing, of the annual report and the activity report of the Office of the Inspector General for 2003, submitted in compliance with Article 118 of the General Standards (CP/doc.3931/04 and CP/doc.3932/04).  The delegations of Canada, El Salvador, Mexico, Saint Lucia, and the United States expressed their satisfaction with the reports and agreed that the budgetary allocations for that office should be increased to better enable it to perform its functions effectively.  The Council then decided to refer the reports to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs for consideration.
· Draft Agenda for the Thirty-second Assembly of Delegates of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) (CP/doc.3927/04)

The Permanent Council considered and adopted the draft agenda for the Thirty-second Assembly of Delegates of the CIM, to be held from October 27 to 29, at OAS headquarters.

· Commemoration of the anniversary of the death of the Liberator, General José de San Martín 

The Permanent Council heard a presentation by Minister Silvia Merega, Alternate Representative of Argentina, in commemoration of the anniversary of the death of the Liberator, General José de San Martín.

· Agreement on the date for electing a member of the Inter-American Juridical Committee

The Council decided to set October 20, 2004, as the date for the election to fill the vacancy created by the resignation of Dr. Kenneth Osborne Rattray (Jamaica). The deadline for the presentation of nominations would be 30 days prior to that date, or September 20, 2004.

The delegation of Jamaica had transmitted a note (CP/doc.3929//04) announcing the candidacy of Dr. Stephen Vasciannie.

· Funding of services for live broadcasts of Permanent Council meetings

The Permanent Council expressed its concern about the possible cancellation, for lack of resources, of the Department of Public Information’s live broadcasts of Permanent Council meetings.  The Council asked the Chair and the Assistant Secretary General to initiate appropriate consultations to ensure funding for this service and to report back to it at a future meeting.
