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DRAFT RESOLUTION

DISAPPEARED PERSONS AND MEMBERS OF THEIR FAMILIES

(Proposals by the Permanent Mission of Chile)

The Permanent Mission of Chile to the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the Permanent Council – Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs – and has the honor to refer to the draft resolution “Disappeared Persons and Members of their Families” currently being reviewed by said Committee.

The Mission of Chile proposes the following amendments:

1.
Replace the sixth preambular paragraph with:
“THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

CONVINCED that the consistent application by states of international humanitarian law and respect for human rights would, in large measure, prevent disappearances and allow family members to learn of the fate of their missing relatives, in situations of both armed conflict and internal violence; and”
2.
Delete the phrase “at risk of disappearance” in operative paragraph 3;

3.
In operative paragraph 4, replace the phrase “impartial proceedings” with “impartial investigation,” and

4.
That operative paragraph 5 read as follows: 

“To urge member states, once the death of persons reported as missing is proven or ascertained, to identify the remains as expeditiously as possible and to extend special consideration to their relatives.”
The Permanent Mission of Chile to the Organization of American States would be grateful if the foregoing amendments could be distributed on time and avails itself of the opportunity to convey to the Permanent Council – Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs – renewed assurances of its highest consideration.
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
