· Note from the Permanent Mission of Belize forwarding the draft resolution “Support to the Constitutional Government of Belize” (CP/doc.4020/05)
Ambassador Lisa Shoman, Permanent Representative of Belize, informed the Permanent Council about political and social developments in the past few weeks that were affecting her country and the constitutional Government and had led to the interruption of essential services, such as water, electricity, and communications.  The Council then decided to suspend consideration of the topic, to give subregional groups an opportunity to make pertinent consultations, and then establish a working group to study the draft resolution presented by the delegation of Belize.


When discussion resumed, the Council considered the draft resolution co-sponsored by the delegations of Antigua and Barbuda, The Bahamas, Barbados, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, and Venezuela.  The Permanent Council took note of the comments of the delegations and approved draft resolution CP/RES. 881 (1479/05), “Support to the Constitutional Government of Belize.”
· Registration of civil society organizations
The Permanent Council took note of the report presented by Ambassador Rodolfo Gil, Permanent Representative of Argentina and Chair of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CP/CISC-168/04), and approved the applications of the following civil society organizations to register with the OAS and take part in its activities:

· International Criminal Defense Attorneys Association

· Fundación Mujeres en Igualdad (CP/CISC-156 /05)

· Fundación Esperanza

· Simon Wiesenthal Center

· Women’s Institute Foundation

· Mexican Institute of Christian Social Doctrine (IMDOSOC), Mexican Association for Social Promotion and Culture

· Manuela Campos Movement

· International Peace Foundation

· Environmental Law and Economics Institute (IDEA)

· Argentine Network of Gender, Science and Technology (RAGCyT)

The Permanent Council instructed the Secretariat to include said organizations in the corresponding register.

· Draft resolutions of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs

The Permanent Council considered and approved the following two draft resolutions, contained in document CP/CAJP-2273/05 add. 2, for presentation without amendments to the General Assembly:

· 2006:  Inter-American Year of the Fight against Corruption

· Promotion of the International Criminal Court

Given that no agreement was reached on the text of the third draft resolution, “Study of the Rights and the Care of Persons Under Any Form of Detention or Imprisonment,” the Chair proposed, and the Council agreed, to give the delegations more time to continue their consultations, and to consider the draft resolution at an upcoming meeting.

· The White Helmets Initiative

The Council took note of the report on the White Helmets Initiative presented by the Director of the Office of Development Policies and Programs of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2018 (XXXIV-O/04), (CP/doc.4017/05). Immediately thereafter, the delegation of Argentina presented a draft declaration, document CP/doc.4018/05), for consideration in the General Committee and possible presentation to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session.

· Draft resolution “Request for Funds to Finance Extrabudgetary Expenses Related to the Change of Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General”

Ambassador Joshua Sears, Permanent Representative of The Bahamas and Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs, presented the draft resolution “Request for Funds to Finance Extrabudgetary Expenses Related to the Change of Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General,” document CP/CAAP-2741/05 rev. 2. In his presentation, the Chair of the CAAP conveyed the concern of several delegations regarding the difficult financial situation of the Organization and accordingly asked the Secretariat to pay special attention to keeping to the budget for expenditures associated with the period of transition.  He also called upon member states that still have obligations outstanding to meet them as soon as possible in order to enable the General Secretariat to comply with its commitments. The Council then proceeded to approve, without amendments, draft resolution CP/RES. 882 (1479/05), “Request for Funds to Finance Extrabudgetary Expenses Related to the Change of Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General.”

· Referral of documents to committees
The Permanent Council agreed to refer the Report of the Secretary General on Cooperation between the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States and the Secretariats of the United Nations, the Caribbean Community, and the Central American Integration System (CP/doc.4006/05) for consideration by the General Committee.

The Council also agreed to refer draft resolution “Public Presentation of Candidates Proposed for the Positions of Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General of the Organization of American States” (CP/CG-1617/05) to the General Committee for consideration.

The Council decided to forward the Note from the Inter-American Juridical Committee on the topic “Joint Efforts of the Americas in the Struggle against Corruption and Impunity” (CP/doc.4013/05) to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs for its information.  The Council also took note of the documentation confirming that the CJI had complied with the mandate of resolution AG/RES. 2022 (XXXIV-O/04).
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The Permanent Council took note of the information provided by the delegation of the United States to the effect that the draft resolution “Multilateral Evaluation Mechanism (MEM) of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission: Report on Its Third Evaluation Round” (CP/doc.4011/05 rev.1) is being reviewed in CICAD and decided to wait for the version agreed upon by CICAD for consideration in the General Committee.

· Other business

Anniversary of the Columbus Library

To mark the 115th anniversary of the Columbus Library, the Chair invited delegations to visit the exhibit entitled “The Columbus Library – Institutional Memory of the OAS,” which will be open until May 31, 2005.

Report on the situation in Nicaragua

Ambassador Carmen Marina Gutiérrez, Permanent Representative of Nicaragua, gave a report on the situation in Nicaragua and on the latest developments with regard to threats to the Government of her country.

Prompted by this presentation, the Council requested the delegation of Panama, in consultation with other delegations, to submit to the Council a proposal as to how the Organization might act to prevent and address with greater efficiency and speed emergency situations that jeopardize peace and economic and social stability and destabilize democratic processes in the Hemisphere.
