DRAFT RESOLUTION

SOCIAL CHARTER OF THE AMERICAS:  RENEWAL OF THE HEMISPHERIC COMMITMENT TO FIGHT EXTREME POVERTY IN THE REGION
(Presented by the delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela) 

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

HAVING SEEN:

Resolution AG/RES. 2056 (XXXIV-O/04), “Draft Social Charter of the Americas: Renewal of the Hemispheric Commitment to Fight Extreme Poverty in the Region”;
The report on the implementation of the aforementioned resolution (CP/doc.______);
Recalling the Declarations of the Summits of the Americas; the Declaration of Margarita on poverty, equity, and social inclusion; and the Monterrey Consensus;

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:

That one of the essential purposes established in the Charter of the Organization of American States is the eradication of extreme poverty, which constitutes an obstacle to the full democratic development of the peoples of the Hemisphere;

That the elimination of extreme poverty is an essential part of the promotion and consolidation of representative democracy and is the common and shared responsibility of the American states; and

That the promotion and observance of economic, social, and cultural rights are inherently linked to integral development and equitable economic growth; and

CONSIDERING:

That, by resolution AG/RES. 2056 (XXXIV-O/04), the Permanent Council and the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) were instructed to jointly prepare a draft Social Charter of the Americas and a Plan of Action, which would include the principles of social development and establish specific goals and targets that reinforce the existing instruments of the Organization of the American States on democracy, integral development, and the fight against poverty; and
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That the Permanent Council and CEPCIDI established a joint working group to carry out the mandate contained in resolution AG/RES.  2056 (XXXIV-O/04), 
RESOLVES:

1. To take note of the report on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2056 (XXXIV-O/04), “Social Charter of the Americas: Renewal of the Hemispheric Commitment to Fight Extreme Poverty in the Region” and of the establishment of the Joint Working Group of the Permanent Council and CEPCIDI to carry out the mandate contained in that resolution.
2. To renew the mandate given to the Permanent Council and the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) to jointly prepare a draft Social Charter of the Americas and a Plan of Action, which would include the principles of social development and establish specific goals and targets that reinforce the existing instruments of the Organization of the American States on democracy, integral development, and the fight against poverty.

3. To request the Permanent Council and CEPCIDI to present the results of their work to the General Assembly for consideration and adoption.
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
