Record of the regular meeting of May 20, 2005

· Support of the Organization of American States for the Republic of Ecuador


The Permanent Council considered the draft resolution presented by the delegation of Ecuador and cosponsored by the delegations of Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Uruguay, and Venezuela (CP/doc.4038/05 corr. 1). It then adopted resolution CP/RES. 883 (1484/05), “Support of the Organization of American States for the Republic of Ecuador.”

· Report of the Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security

Ambassador Carmen Marina Gutiérrez presented the report of the Committee transmitting the Committee’s recommendations pursuant to the mandates from the General Assembly on the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CP/doc.4036/05).  The Council proceeded to adopt resolution CP/RES. 884 (1484/05), “Adoption of the Methodology and Formation and Convocation of the Group of Experts for CIFTA-CICAD to Prepare Model Legislation on the Areas Covered by the CIFTA.” In its capacity as Secretariat pro tempore of the CIFTA, the delegation of Colombia expressed appreciation to the Council for its adoption of the resolution.


The Council then considered and approved, as presented, the draft resolution “Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials,” for submission to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session.


The Council also decided to take note of the report presented by the Chair of the Committee, the comments of the delegation of Colombia, and the CIFTA report published as Appendix III to the aforementioned document.

· Registration of civil society organizations

The Permanent Council took note of the report presented by Ambassador Rodolfo Gil, Permanent Representative of Argentina and Chair of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CP/CISC-180/05 corr. 1), and approved the applications of the following civil society organizations to register with the OAS and take part in its activities:

· Regional Strategic Security in 2000; and

· Inter-American Regional Workers’ Organization (ORIT).

The Permanent Council instructed the Secretariat to include said organizations in the corresponding register.

· Report of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities

The Council approved the report of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities on its activities in 2004-2005 (CP/CISC-181/05) and decided to submit it, as an addendum to its annual report, to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session.

The Council approved the following draft resolutions presented by the Committee, with the amendments proposed, and decided to submit them to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session:

· “Support for and Follow-up to the Summits of the Americas Process”;

· “Increasing and Strengthening Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities and the Summits of the Americas Process”; and

· “Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities Responsible for Public Policies on Decentralization, Local Government, and Citizen Participation.”
· Activities of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs 2004-2005 
The Council approved the report of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs on that Committee’s 2004-2005 activities (CP/CAAP-2754/05) and decided to submit it as an addendum to the CAAP’s annual report to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session.

The Council approved the following draft resolution presented by the Committee and decided to submit it to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session:

· “Modernization and Reorganization of the OAS General Secretariat.”

· Report of the General Secretariat on the status of Regular Fund quotas as of March 31, 2005 

The Permanent Council heard a presentation by the Director of the Department of Administration and Finance on the status of Regular Fund quotas (CP/doc.4032/05). The Council took note of the presentation and of the current information distributed at the meeting. 

· Report of the General Secretariat on invitations to the thirty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly that require authorization from the Permanent Council (Article 10 of the Rules of Procedure)

The Council decided to authorize the Secretary General to extend invitations to the organizations indicated in document CP/doc.3993/05 add. 1, since it had received the consent referred to in Article 10 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.  For its part, the delegation of Venezuela placed on record its opposition to including the civil society organization “Súmate” in the list of entities to be invited.

· Draft resolutions of the General Committee (CP/CG-1639/05)

The Permanent Council approved the following draft resolutions and the draft declaration presented by the General Committee, with the amendments proposed by delegations, and decided to submit them to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session:

· “Support for the Activities of and Preparations for the Fourth Regular Meeting of the CITEL Assembly”; 

· “XIX Pan American Child Congress”;

· “Cooperation between the Organization of American States and the United Nations System, the General Secretariat of the Central American Integration System, and the General Secretariat of the Caribbean Community”;

· “Coordination of Volunteers in the Hemisphere in Response to Natural Disasters and the Fight against Hunger and Poverty – White Helmets Initiative”; 

· “Public Presentation of Candidates Proposed for the Positions of Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General of the Organization of American States”; and

· “Promotion of Corporate Social Responsibility in the Hemisphere.”

· Referral of documents 

The Council noted that the report of the Secretary General on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 1790 (XXXI-O/01), “Appointment of Women to Senior Management Positions at the OAS” (CP/doc.4031/05), and the draft resolution “Trade and Integration in the Americas” (CP/doc.4034/05) had already been forwarded to the General Committee for consideration.

· Adoption of minutes

The Permanent Council adopted the minutes of the regular meeting of the Permanent Council held on May 7, 2004, document CP/ACTA 1418/04.

· Condolences
