The Council considered the report submitted by the Chair of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities, Ambassador Rodolfo Gil, Permanent Representative of Argentina, on the “Program for Democratic Governance in the Americas.”  Since the delegation of Venezuela had proposed certain amendments to the Program, the Council decided to postpone its approval of the Program and the corresponding draft resolution until its next meeting, to allow delegations time to consult with their governments.

· Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly (provisional version)
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The Council took note of the provisional version of its annual report, to which will be added the records of meetings held in recent days and from the date of this meeting onward. It also noted that the Council Chair would present the final version to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session, along with the draft resolutions approved by the Council.
