The Permanent Representative of Haiti, Ambassador Duly Brutus, presented the draft resolution “Strengthening Democracy in Haiti” for presentation to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session.  The Representative invited the delegations to meet informally with his delegation the following Tuesday for consultations on the draft resolution, so as to facilitate the subsequent work of the General Assembly.
· Annual Report of the Secretary General to the General Assembly (CP/doc.4044/05)
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The Assistant Secretary General, Ambassador Luigi R. Einaudi, gave a brief presentation on the Annual Report of the Secretary General.
