The Council resumed its consideration of the draft resolution contained in document CP/CAJP-2247/05 rev. 6.  It decided to approve, with the suggested amendment, and to present to the General Assembly at its thirty-fifth regular session the following draft resolution:

· Study of the Rights and the Care of Persons under Any Form of Detention or Imprisonment


After a full discussion of the draft resolution contained in document CP/CAJP-2289/05 rev. 4, the Council decided to present to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-fifth regular session, with paragraphs in square brackets, the draft resolution entitled:

· Right to Freedom of Thought and Expression and the Importance of the Media
· Pending draft resolutions of the General Committee


The Council considered the draft resolution contained in document CP/CAJP-1641/05 rev. 2 and decided to present it to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-fifth regular session, with paragraphs in square brackets:

· Extradition of and Denial of Safe Haven to Terrorists:  Mechanisms for Cooperation in the Fight against Terrorism


As for the draft resolution “Fighting Transnational Gangs” (CP/CG-1647/05 rev. 1), after a detailed discussion, and with changes to the title and the text, the Council decided to present to the General Assembly, at its thirty-fifth regular session, with one paragraph in square brackets, the draft resolution entitled:

· Promotion of Hemispheric Cooperation in Dealing with Gangs
· Other business


Announcements by the delegation of the United States


The Permanent Representative of the United States, Ambassador John Maisto, presented the draft “Declaration of Florida”
 and invited delegations to exchange ideas on the document at a meeting on Wednesday, June 1, at 11:00 a.m. in the José Gustavo Guerrero Room.  He also announced that holding an informal meeting for review of the document in Fort Lauderdale on Sunday, June 5, at 4:00 p.m. was under consideration.


The U.S. delegation also presented a draft resolution entitled “Trade and Integration in the Americas” for consideration at the thirty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly.
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The delegation also requested that the footnote to the draft resolution “Promotion of and Respect for International Humanitarian Law” be deleted and that the delegation’s statement on the subject be included in the minutes of the meeting.


Lastly, the delegation announced a change in the schedule of the thirty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly: the private dialogue would begin on Sunday, June 5, at 4:00 p.m., instead of at 3:00 p.m. as previously announced.
