REPORT ON ACTIVITIES DEVELOPED, BASED ON MUTUAL CONFIDENCE-BUILDING MEASURES BETWEEN CHILE AND PERU, YEAR 2004
MEASURE NO. 1:  “Combined Exercises between Armed Forces”

ARMIES:

During 2004 and 2005, the Armies of Chile and Peru plan to conduct an exercise on “Community Support in the Event of Catastrophes and Natural Disasters” to include planning phases, computer exercises at the Army Warfare Academy of Chile with the SEGIO System and a troop exercise in a general zone on the shared border yet to be defined.

To date, the first coordination meeting was held in Santiago, Chile on August 2-6, 2004 with the participation of Col. (Eng.) Daniel Valdivia Terrazas and Lieut. Col. (Eng.) Hernan Zegarra Cardenas of the Peruvian Army who, in addition to participating in defining the framework for the exercise, were given a practical demonstration of how SEGIO operates.

The second coordination meeting was held in Lima in conjunction with the Second Bilateral General Staffs Meeting between the two armies, November 18-22, 2004.

NAVY:

A.  Multinational Exercises
The Chilean Navy and the Peruvian Navy developed or participated with institutional resources, along with continental navies, in the following multinational exercises:

· UNITAS AMPHIBIOUS, held in Peru, June 23-July 9, 2004. This exercise proceeded in two phases, Forest and Shore. The Chilean Navy participated with 10 marine troops in the first phase and with General Services Launches (LSG) Valparaiso and Talcahuano and 20 marines in the second phase.

· UNITAS PACIFIC, held in Peru, July 10-26, 2004. The Chilean Navy participated with Patrol Frigate (PFG) Zenteno, General Purpose Patrol Ship (PSG) Micalvi and the Navy’s Boarding and Registry Group (GARA).

· PANAMAX, conducted in Panama, August 4-14, 2004. The Chilean Navy took part in this exercise with PFG Zenteno, PSG Micalvi, a P-3C aircraft and GARA.

· TRANSOCEANIC, naval personnel from both navies participated in this Maritime Traffic Control exercise, which took place August 9-20, 2004.

· PACIFIC II, operational-tactical exercise that took place in Peru on May 27, 2004; the Chilean Navy participated with PFG Lynch and the Peruvian Marines participated with the FFG Montero and a B-200 aircraft.

· NEPTUNE II, anti-pollution combat exercise that took place in Ilo on October 21-23, with the participation of forces assigned to the Captaincy of the Port of Ilo and the Maritime Administration of Arica.

· PASSEX, operational-tactical exercises that took place on August 24-25 on the Peruvian coast, with the participation of the Chilean Navy’s PFG Zenteno and the Peruvian Marine’s FFG Carvajal and Navy Corvette (CM) Larrea.

AIR FORCES:

· Air Force exercises in the event of natural disasters, in coordination with Civil Defense institutions and political authorities in the region; the Bolivian Air Force was invited to participate.

Duration: 3 days of operations

Organized by: Air Wing No. 3.

Situation:

Air Wing No. 3 coordinated with Civil Defense, the Bolivian Air Force and Chilean Air Force, and final planning was done during the Fourteenth Meeting of the GG.AA.FF. The exercise took place in the second half of November.

MEASURE NO. 2: “Bilateral Intelligence Conferences”

ARMIES:

· The “Second Bilateral General Staffs Meeting between the Armies of Chile and Peru” took place November 18-22, 2004.

NAVY:

· Third annual General Staffs Meeting and Eighteenth Intelligence Meeting took place in Valparaiso, April 13-16, 2004.

AIR FORCES:

· Both Air Forces agree to keep this activity integrated with the Joint General Staffs Meetings between the Armed Forces of Chile and the Armed Forces of Peru, including a Senior Officer at these meetings. This agreement will be called “Aspects of Intelligence.”

Situation:

At the 18th Round of High Command Discussions held in November 2003, an agreement was reached to hold bilateral intelligence meetings at the same time as the General Staff Meetings. However, through coordination between the Directors of Intelligence, the decision was made to hold the 14th Conference in Lima, September 19-25, 2004.

· The Meeting of the General Staff Chiefs, Armed Forces of Chile – Armed Forces of Peru, was held May 31-June 4, 2004.

MEASURE NO. 3:  “Exchange of Military Personnel in Instruction and Training and Other Professional Activities”

ARMIES:

· On March 23, 2004, Lieutenant Hugo Pantoja Gallegos of the Chilean Army visits Callao and Lima as a member of the Instruction Cruise on the Training Ship Esmeralda.

· Captain Victor Pino Cuevas took the Peruvian Army’s Basic Psychological Operations course from January 19 to July 16, 2004.

· The exchange of Peruvian cadets at the Gen. Bernardo O’Higgins Military School took place September 13-21, 2004. Participants were Second Cadet (Inf.) Estela Rengifo and Cadet (Eng.) Danny Fuad Alvaro Cruz.

· The exchange of Peruvian candidates at the Non-Commissioned Officers School took place September 13-21, 2004.  Participating were third year student Carol Oasi Rengifo Guillen and third year student Carlos Aemi Parraga Michuy.

· Two Peruvian officers, Capt. (Cav.) Carlos Velaede Legoas and Capt. (Inf.) Jose Cevallos Koc., visited the Aviation Brigade, October 1-October 10, 2004.

· Capt. Juan Carlos Olguin Avila of the Peruvian Army took the Master Equestrian Course at the Chilean Army’s Cavalry School, February 9 – December 10, 2004.

NAVY:

The jungle survival course was suspended due to damage suffered by the installations where it would be conducted.

The sea survival course was conducted August 17-20; the participants were BRIGADE CHAPLAIN L. CRISOSTOMO, LIEUT. R. HERRERA, LIEUT. A. GONZALEZ and LIEUT. G. CLAVIERE.

Non-Commissioned Officers School:

· Peruvian Air Force officer and students to Chilean Air Force, Sept. 13-17, 2004.

· Chilean Air Force officer and students to Peruvian Air Force, August 2-8, 2004.

· The Chilean Air Force will ask the Peruvian Air Force to conduct courses at CECOPAC [Chilean Joint Centre for Peace Operations] for military observers.

Situation:

The slots were requested from the National Defense General Staff (EMDN), an entity that in accordance with the Eighteenth Round of Discussions coordinated with the Joint General Staff (EMC) of Peru on appointing the officials who will participate in this course.

However, for next year it will seek a special slot for the Peruvian Air Force in the military observer course.

· The Chilean Air Force invites two Peruvian Air Force officers to learn about the distance learning process.

Situation:

On April 26, 2004, the Chilean Air Force invited two officers from the Peruvian Air Force to participate in this activity on May 3-6, 2004. However, due to the time needed for administrative processing to arrange for personnel to leave the country, the Peruvian Air Force informed the Chilean Air Force Attaché in Peru that it would not be able to attend because of the tight timeframe.

The dates were rescheduled for the upcoming period July 19-23 or August 9-13.

MEASURE NO. 4:  “Professional and Intelligence Meetings between Commanders of Border Garrisons and Naval Zones”

ARMIES:

· The Twenty-Second Regional Bilateral Intelligence Meeting between the Armies of Chile and Peru took place on June 18, 2004 in Arica. The participants were the Chilean and Peruvian units stationed at Arica and Tacna, respectively.

NAVY:

· The half-yearly meeting between the Maritime Governor of Arica and the Captain of the Port of Ilo was held in Arica on June 3-4, 2004.

· The Thirteenth Annual Meeting of Commanders in Chief of Border Naval Zones was held in Arequipa on June 21-25, 2004.

· The half-yearly meeting between the Maritime Governor of Arica and the Captain of the Port of Ilo was held in Ilo on October 20-21, 2004.

· The Sixth Annual Meeting between representatives of the Maritime Authorities of Chile (DIRECTEMAR) and Peru (DICAPI) was held in Lima in October.

AIR FORCES:

Both Air Forces agreed to continue this activity; the First Air Brigade was responsible for organizing it for the second week of May 2004.

Situation:

The Fourteenth Meeting of the GG.AA.FF. was held June 7-11 at the First Air Brigade.

MEASURE NO. 5:  “Reciprocal invitation to participate in historical anniversaries and protocol, social, artistic and/or sport events both in-country and on the border.”

ARMIES:

· On April 22, 2004, a Chilean Army delegation led by the Arica Garrison Commander, Col. Fernando Astorga Santibañez presented formal greetings to the military authorities of the Third Cavalry Brigade garrisoned at Tacna.

· The Commander in Chief of the Army had a meeting on May 29, 2004 in Lima with the General Commandant of the Peruvian Army regarding the Chilean Army’s operational layover in Lima during its institutional trip to Haiti.

· At 9:00 a.m. on July 22, 2004 a meeting was held for preliminary coordination of activities to formally salute the Third Cavalry Brigade of Peru and for the Competition of Military Bands. The activity was presided over by the Commander of the Peruvian unit, Brigade General (Cav.) Luis Enrique Matallana Navarro.

· Visit to the city of Tacna on July 27, 2004 by a delegation from the Sixth D.E. [Army Detachment under the command of Acting Commander Col. Luis Hernandez Lambert to present formal greetings to the members of the Third Cavalry Brigade for the purpose of celebrating the 183rd Anniversary of Peru’s National Independence on July 28, 2004. The greetings were received by Commanding General of the Third Cavalry Brigade, Brigade General (Cav.) Luis Enrique Matallana Navarro, accompanied by his General Staff Chief, Col. (Cav.) Luis Cebreros Delgado de la Flor and the respective delegation.

· Visit to Chile, August 16-21, 2004, by the Commanding General of the Peruvian Army, Army General Jose Antonio Graham Ayllon, at the invitation of Commander in Chief of the Army, to participate in celebrating the Anniversary of the Birth of the Father of the Country “Commanding General Bernardo O’Higgins Riquelme.” He was accompanied by his personal group, the Director of Intelligence, and a delegation of cadets from the Chorrillos Military School consisting of one officer and eleven cadets.

· Participation in the Second Military History Session, September 2-3, 2004, by the Chief of the Permanent Commission on the History of the Peruvian Army, Col. Humberto Cubas Prado, at the invitation of the Commander in Chief of the Chilean Army.

· At the invitation of the Commander of the Sixth D.E., a delegation from the Peruvian Army participated in the equestrian competition organized by that Operational Unit at the Arica Garrison, August 21-22, 2004, during the month of the fatherland. The delegation consisted of Capt. Miguel Cerrato Tamayo and Lieut. Roger Cabreros Saenz, led by Lieut. Col. Luis Zamudio Pardo-Figueroa.

· On September 13, 2004, a coordination meeting was held at the Arica Garrison between the Third Cavalry Brigade and the Sixth D.E. to coordinate the Formal Greetings and Competition Ceremony at the celebration of the 194th Anniversary of National Independence and Day of the Glories of the Army.

NAVY:
Participation by a delegation of seven officers with their spouses in family cultural and sports activities between the Fourth Naval Zone of the Chilean Navy and the Third Naval Zone of the Peruvian Navy, held November 25-26, 2004 in Tacna and Arica respectively.

AIR FORCES:

Agreement is made to hold a regional protocol, social and sports activity, with the Peruvian Air Force in charge, during the second half of 2004 on a date to be determined.

Situation:

Air Wing No. 3 was in charge of this activity, which occurred August 9-13, 2004 in Arequipa.

MEASURE NO. 6:  “Exchange of Journals and other Publications of Interest to the Armed Forces.”

ARMIES:

Chilean publications:

· On March 12, 2004 the Military Attaché at the Chilean Embassy in Peru was sent 15 copies of Memorial del Ejército de Chile No. 472.

· On September 8, 2004, the Military Attaché at the Chilean Embassy in Peru was sent 15 copies of Memorial del Ejército de Chile No. 473.

NAVY-AIR FORCE:

This is being done on a regular basis.

AIR FORCES:

This is being done without comment through the respective Air Attaché Offices.

MEASURE NO. 7:  “Activities for the well-being of the military personnel of both countries.”

ARMIES:

Agreement on welfare and joint facilities in the process of being signed by the Peruvian Defense Authorities (Ministry of Defense). It will take effect upon ratification since it has already been signed by the Chilean Minister of Defense.

NAVY:

· Agreement on joint welfare facilities was signed between the Peruvian Navy and the Chilean Navy on April 16, 2004.

· A Draft agreement on health care between the Peruvian Navy and the Chilean Navy is in the final review stage.

AIR FORCES:

Agreement is reached to carry out this activity by exchanging information on facilities provided by each institution in the various regions of the country, and by standardizing services and rates for the personnel involved.

Situation:

This is being done without any obstacles and will continue for two more years, as stipulated in the agreement.

MEASURE NO. 8:  “Technical-Logistical Cooperation”

ARMIES:

At the First Bilateral General Staffs Meeting between the Armies of Chile and Peru, agreement was reached to exchange material on logistical administration, through a course for officers to be conducted initially in Peru.

NAVY:

· Each month and on an alternating basis communications exercises are conducted between the Tsunami Warning System of the Hydrographic and Oceanographic Service of the Chilean Army and the Hydrographic and Navigation Department of the Peruvian Navy.

· An agreement on exchange of fuels for naval use between the Peruvian Navy and the Chilean Navy is being studied and reviewed. The draft is currently under final review by the Peruvians.

· Second Combined Oceanographic Cruise, ENOS 2004, which is coordinated and conducted between the respective Hydrographic Services and whose purpose is to gather information for studying the El Niño phenomenon.  The cruise was conducted May 1-15, 2004 along the Peruvian coast by the Scientific Research Ship (BIC) Oraya and May 14-30 along the Chilean coast by the (AGOR) Oceanographic Research Ship Vidal Gormaz. There was also an exchange of scientific observers from the respective Hydrographic Services aboard the indicated ships.

AIR FORCES:

Agreement is reached on the exchange of two officers at the SEMAN and SELEC installations (Peru) and ENAER and DTS installations (Chile) for four days, on dates to be determined, to observe the capabilities of both services in the area of their jurisdiction, as well as to share experiences regarding implementation of the quality assurance system.

Situation:

Two Chilean Air Force officers visited SEMAN and SELEC, April 12-15, 2004.

The Chilean Air Force will receive two officers from the Peruvian Air Force in a visit to ENAER and DTA, October 19-22, 2004.

MEASURE NO: 9:  “Develop exercises, seminars, activities and/or war games that transcend the military sphere and that in connection with the performance of the subsidiary missions of the armed forces contribute to the development and well-being of both countries.”

ARMIES:

· The first coordination meeting was held August 2-6, 2004 in Santiago regarding the combined exercise on community support in the event of natural disasters.

· The second coordination meeting was held November 18-22 in Lima regarding the same exercise, in conjunction with the 2004 Bilateral Peru-Chile General Staff Meeting.

· Major (OSJM – MERCOSUR Youth Symphony Orchestra) Ignacio Garmendia de la Rivera participated in the seminar organized by the International Humanitarian Law Center of the Peruvian Armed Forces and held in Lima, October 25-29, 2004.

NAVY:

The Second Bilateral War Games on crisis management between the Naval Warfare Academy and the Advanced Naval Warfare School, covering situations in a peacekeeping operations setting, took place in Lima July 13-15, 2004.

AIR FORCES:

· The Peruvian Air Force offered the Chilean Air Force training in the implementation of the ETA-SENAMHI model in the Chilean area, in SENAMHI, for two meteorology specialists for a period of 30 days on dates to be determined.

Situation:

Both meteorology organizations coordinated to carry out this instruction, which took place from May 23 to June 5 (Ricardo Alcafuz Quezada and Cristian Sandoval Zuñiga).

· The Chilean Air Force offered the Peruvian Air Force training and sharing of experiences in the area of meteorology, at the B.A.A.P.E.F.M., for two officers for a period of 30 days.
