1. Presentation of the Committee’s 2005-2006 work plan 

The Committee took note of the work plan for the 2005-2006 term, presented by the Chair and contained in document CP/CAAP-2757/05.

2. Quarterly reports on the use of funds allocated in accordance with resolution CP/RES. 831 (1342/02) between January 1 and March 31, 2005
The Committee considered and took note of the following quarterly reports, presented under resolution CP/RES. 831:

It also decided to transmit to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) the reports contained in documents CP/doc.4040/05, addenda 2 and 3.

3. Report on budgetary execution and transfers between chapters of the program-budget of the Regular Fund for 2005 and specific funds (from January 1 to April 30, 2005) (CP/doc.4045/05)
The Committee took note of the report on budgetary execution and transfers between chapters of the program-budget of the Regular Fund for 2005 and specific funds from January 1 to April 30, 2005, contained in document CP/doc.4045/05, and heard an oral presentation by the Secretary General on the execution report, updated to July 31, 2005.

4. Progress report on renovation of the Simón Bolívar Room

The General Secretariat reported on progress in the renovation of the Simón Bolívar Room, which was within budget and on time to be finished in November, as planned.

5. Budgetary deficit in OAS accounts for 2005 


The Committee heard a presentation by the General Secretariat on the deficit in various Regular Fund accounts.  The Secretariat also presented options for overcoming this situation, which were fully discussed by the Committee. Lastly, the Committee agreed to approve the use of US$624,000 from the Capital Building Fund for building maintenance,
/ allocated as follows:

The Committee requested that the General Secretariat provide a revised document with clear options for overcoming the deficit in other accounts by the next CAAP meeting.

6. Preparations for the special session of the General Assembly

In the context of preparations for the special session of the General Assembly, under the mandate issued in resolution AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05), the Committee decided to begin with considering a proposed schedule of Regular Fund quotas, revised for 2007.  For the purpose of familiarization with the topic of the schedule of quota assessments, it was decided that the General Secretariat would give a presentation on the topic at the next meeting of the Committee.
