1. It is important to stress that the Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons must be set in the context of the Palermo Convention and the additional protocol to prevent, suppress, and punish trafficking in persons, especially women and children;
2. It is of the utmost importance to analyze issues related to prevention of the crime. For that, international assistance and cooperation will be required. Several countries have successfully implemented prevention programs, and it is crucial that their experience (that of Colombia, United States, and Peru) be communicated, analyzed, and applied; and
3. It is important that the Meeting deal with victim assistance and protection programs, such as those developed by several countries, and the mechanisms by which they might provide support and cooperation.
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
