1. Election of the vice chairs of the Committee
· On a motion by the Alternate Representative of Canada, seconded by the Alternate Representative of Argentina, the Committee elected by acclamation Ambassador Joshua Sears, Permanent Representative of The Bahamas, vice chair of the Committee.

· On a motion by the Alternate Representative of Peru, seconded by the Alternate Representative of El Salvador, the Committee elected by acclamation Ambassador Rodrigo Sotela, Alternate Representative of Costa Rica, vice chair of the Committee.

2. Quarterly reports on the use of funds allocated in accordance with resolution CP/RES. 831 (1342/02) between April 1 and July 30, 2005
The Committee considered the quarterly reports presented pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 831 (1342/02) between April 1 and July 30, 2005, and took note of them:

· Office for the Prevention and Resolution of Conflicts, Department of Democratic and Political Affairs (CP/doc.4053/05)

· Columbus Memorial Library (CP/doc.4053/05 add. 1)

· Fund for Peace (CP/doc.4053/05 add. 2)

· Office of Education, Science, and Technology (CP/doc.4053/05 add. 4)
· Office of Trade, Growth, and Competitiveness (CP/doc.4053/05 add. 5)

The Council also decided to transmit the reports presented by the Office of Sustainable Development and Environment, the Office of Education, Science, and Technology, and the Office of Trade, Growth, and Competitiveness, to the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI), for information purposes.

3. Continued consideration of the 2005 budget deficit in the accounts of the OAS (CP/CAAP-2764/05; CP/CAAP-2765/05; CP/CAAP-2762/05; CP/CAAP-2767/05)

The Committee continued its consideration of the 2005 budget deficit in the Organization’s accounts in the areas of scholarships, human rights, building maintenance, and terminations and repatriations.

In that connection, it considered reallocating the unused funds from the supplementary appropriation approved under resolution CP/RES. 882 (1478/05) to cover part of the unforeseen expenses for fiscal year 2005 in the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights and the accounts for terminations and repatriations and for buildings and maintenance.  Likewise, it decided to continue to consider this topic at a future meeting.

4. Consideration of subprogram 10W in 2005

Following the presentation of the report on this topic by the Director of the Office of Conferences and Meetings (CP/CAAP-2729/05), the Committee took note of it and approved the conferences scheduled for September and October 2005 from category I, including the Sixth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (Antigua, Guatemala, October 10-14, 2005), and the meeting of the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials.

5. Other business
The Committee established the Working Group to study the scale of quota assessments and decided that it would be chaired by Ambassador Joshua Sears, Permanent Representative of The Bahamas. It also established the Working Group to format the report on quota payments, taking into account the new definitions approved by the General Assembly in June, at its thirty-fifth regular session.
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
