Excellency:
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I have the honor to address Your Excellency to transmit to you the offer made by the Government of Brazil to host, in March 2006, the Seventh Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.


As you know, resolution AG/RES. 2073 (XXXV-O/05), adopted by the OAS General Assembly in Fort Lauderdale in June 2005, renewed the mandate of the Working Group charged with conducting negotiations on the aforementioned Draft Declaration, and requested the Permanent Council to step up appropriate measures to ensure continuity and transparency in the effective participation of representatives of the indigenous peoples in the meetings of negotiations in pursuit of points of consensus. In the spirit of collaboration that has characterized its actions regarding this topic, the Government of Brazil, through this invitation, wishes to underscore the importance it attaches to the process of negotiations under consideration.


Accordingly, I would very much appreciate it if you would place this matter on the order of business of the next meeting of the Permanent Council, to be held on January 24, 2006.
