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Summary of the meeting of January 24, 2006

1. Preparations for the Seventh Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus

The Chair thanked the Government of Brazil for its offer, presented in a note from its Permanent Mission to the OAS and distributed as document CP/INF.5288/06, to host the Seventh Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus in Brasilia.

The Working Group, for its part, accepted with gratitude the offer by the delegation of Brazil and decided (ad referendum) to hold the Seventh Meeting from March 21 to 25, 2006, after the Indigenous Peoples’ Caucus of the Americas, which would be held from March 18 to 20.

The decision on the date of meeting was adopted ad referendum; it was to be revisited in the event of a conflict with the United Nations agenda for consideration of the topic of indigenous peoples.

2. Note from the Chair of the Working Group on proposals to amend Section VI of the Chair’s consolidated text, received from the Indigenous Peoples’ Caucus of the Americas, which participates in drafting the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples

The Chair announced the publication of this note, in which new proposals for Section VI of the Chair’s consolidated text are presented. He explained that these new texts had been prepared by the Indigenous Peoples’ Caucus of the Americas, which had met in the city of Antigua Guatemala, Guatemala, from October 7 to 10, 2005.
