Payment of quotas by member states


As of December 31, 2005, Colombia, Chile, Costa Rica, Guatemala, Mexico, and Venezuela are up to date in their quota payments. Colombia paid an outstanding annual quota and this year’s quota. The total amount received in quota payments in 2005 was US$138,552.32. Expenditures in 2005 totaled UD$139, 260.77.

The United States continues to owe US$600,000.  As of December 31, 2005, the total amount of quota arrears is US$1,004,078.59.

Activities carried out


Library.  Cataloguing of 51,022 publications, 32,057 articles from journals in the holdings, 3,263 book articles, 165 maps, 774 articles on traditional medicine, and 6,400 books.


Historical archive.  Sixty percent of the archives of documents predating 1980 have been classified.  Conversion of these holdings to digital form continued, so as to protect them physically and later provide copies to the indigenous peoples (see the section on publications).


Academic collaboration.  Dr. Laura Giraudo, a historian from the University of Milan, Italy, collaborated on reviewing and classifying the Institute’s historical archives from November 2004 to February 2005. 


Web page.  The number of visits continued to grow in 2005, as it had in 2004. Preparations were made for a change of server and an increase in sections on the page.


Ongoing research. The research project “Songs of the Wirrárika people in their pilgrimage to Wirikuta,” financed by a December 2004 donation from Ms. Elizabeth Córdova MacArthur, is 90% complete. The project “History of the Mexican constitutional reform process of 1992 in terms of Indian affairs. The testimony of one of the negotiators,” carried out in collaboration with the Institute of History of the University of Michoacán, Mexico, is 96% complete.


Social services. For the library and historical archive projects during this period, support was provided by two students from the Universidad del Mar, Oaxaca; another student, from the School of History of the Universidad Metropolitana, continues to work on the project.


Financial viability committee. In the startup phase.


Organization of events.  The “Project Xocotzin. Holy infant 2005. Tohuehueahuilli, the games of our grandparents,” sponsored by the Secretariat of Public Education, Government of the Federal District, Mixtin A.C., and the Inter-American Indian Institute. was held in Mexico City.

Publications.  As of December 31, 2005, two issues of the journal América Indígena were published for the year 2004, and two for 2005, on the Web page, at no cost to the user.
