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I. BACKGROUND
In 1996, the General Assembly adopted the “Declaration of Panama on the Inter-American Contribution to the Development and Codification of International Law” [AG/DEC. 10 (XXVI-O/96)].

The following year, the General Assembly at its twenty-seventh regular session, held in Lima, Peru, adopted the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law [AG/RES. 1471 (XXVII-O/97)], which contains a description of the various areas, activities, and goals of the Organization on a permanent, ongoing basis for the development, promotion, and effective application of international law as developed within the inter-American system

Since then, successive General Assembly resolutions have implemented this Program and reconfirmed its priority areas.  In 2005, the General Assembly, in Fort Lauderdale, United States of America, adopted resolution AG/RES. 2070 (XXXV-O/05), which imposed new mandates to the Permanent Council and the Office of Inter-American Law and Programs (today Office of International Law).  The General Assembly requested the Permanent Council to convene a meeting to share experiences on how international law is addressed in diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials.  At the same time, the General Assembly renewed the mandates of the Office of International Law of the General Secretariat to continue carrying out the activities enumerated in the Program, and in particular with regard to initiatives designed to increase awareness of the inter-American system as well as activities involving the dissemination of legal information through its courses, publications and through the internet.  See Resolution AG/RES. 2070 (XXXV-O/05) attached as Appendix I.
II. ACTIVITIES PERFORMED
Following is a list of noteworthy activities undertaken between April 2005 and February 2006 in compliance with the most recent General Assembly Resolution AG/RES. 2070 (XXXV-O/05), and the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law .
A. Promotion of the study of the Inter-American Law 

On January 19, 2006, the Commission on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) celebrated a meeting to share experiences on how international law is addressed in diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials.

This meeting was held in accordance with operative paragraph 3 of resolution AG/RES. 2070 (XXXV-O/05), “Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law,” in which the General Assembly resolved:

To request the Permanent Council to follow up on the implementation of this resolution and, in particular, to convene a meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs to share experiences on how international law is addressed in diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials, in accordance with the resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources, and 

The event, organized by the CAJP with the support of the Office of International Law, was conducted in plenary session, in two working panel discussions, each lasting two hours.  The theme of the first panel discussion was “Inter-American Law Today” and had two presenters; meanwhile the second panel discussion exchanged about the “National Experiences” and had three presenters. Each speaker submitted a written paper and gave a 25-minute oral presentation.  The panelists were representatives of diplomatic academies or training centers in Brazil, Mexico, Peru, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.  Additionally, the Governments of Costa Rica and the Dominican Republic each sent an observer from its diplomatic academy.  The chair of the CAJP presented a detailed report on the session, see document CP/CAJP-2324/06 corr. 1.
The following are the conclusions and recommendations adopted at the meeting:
· Establish a course on the inter-American system that would serve as a model for diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials; 

· Request the CAJP, with support from the Office of International Law of the Department of International Legal Affairs, to continue organizing meetings of professors from diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials, for the purpose of discussing their experience and sharing study programs;

· Request the Office of International Law of the Department of International Legal Affairs, in the framework of the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law, to promote and publicize the inter-American system at schools of law, diplomatic academies, and other training centers for public officials; 

· Facilitate student exchanges and making possible improved cooperation among professors and academies; 

· Make more use of the OAS website as a means of cooperation and of establishing networks of contacts; 

· Request the Department of International Legal Affairs to study the possibility of establishing a course on the inter-American system, to be imparted in OAS member states; 

· Compile a list of courses and programs offered by diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials; 

· Instruct the CAJP to follow up on the activities mentioned herein and on any other relevant initiative, taking into consideration the limited financial resources of the Organization.

B. Courses, workshops, and seminars
XXXII Course on International Law, organized by the Office of International Law of the Department of International Legal Affairs and the Inter-American Juridical Committee.  The Course on International Law was celebrated in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, August 1 through 26, 2005.  It was attended by 28 teachers from various countries in the Americas, and Europe, 29 OAS fellowship-holders chosen from over 100 candidates, and 14 students who covered their own expenses to participate.  The central theme of the Course was “The contribution of International Organizations to the current International law”.  See the Program for the Course attached as Appendix II.

Workshops on International Law.  The Workshops on International Law were held in Ottawa, Canada, October 22 through 26, 2005.  The Workshops were organized by the Office of International Law and the School of Law of the University of Ottawa. The Workshops were attended by 22 foreign lecturers and 30 Canadian lecturers specializing in public and private international law.  See the Program for the Workshop attached as Appendix III. 
C. Legal publications
In the period covered by this report, the Department of International Legal Affairs edited, published, and distributed the following volumes:

· The XXXI Course on International Law, held in 2004, which was entitled: “International Law, Trade, Finance and Development.”  The book is composed of 15 texts published in the language in which the courses were given.
· “Workshops on International Law,” held in Lima, Peru, from November 17-22, 2003.  The volume is composed of 21 texts presented by the lecturers on issues relating Private International Law, Regional Integration Law, Human Rights, Public International Law and the Teaching of International Law.  

· “Workshops on International Law,” held in Santiago, Chile, between November 29 and December 2, 2004.  The volume is composed of 25 texts presented by the lecturer on issues relating Process of Regional Integration, Private International Law, Public International Law, the Inter-American System and the Teaching of International Law.  
· “Annual Progress Report on the Implementation of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption”, an electronic document which contains the national progress reports presented by the States Parties within the framework of the plenary meetings of the Committee of Experts of the MESICIC.

It is also worth noting that the Department has continued preparatory work for publication of the Third Volume of the Thematic Series of the Course on International Law: “Public International Law”, to be published in the near future.
D. Information on the Internet 

During the period under analysis, the Department, its offices, and the Inter-American Juridical Committee updated the content, design, administration, and oversight of its website.  Likewise, the Office of International Law has commenced an effort to inform and disseminate the treatment of juridical issues developed by the organs of the OAS, and in particular its Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs. With respect to our on-line bookstore, readers may access the table of contents and foreword of the texts on sale for free.   Moreover, the final reports of the workshops are also available free of charge at the following internet address: http://www.oas.org/dil/courses_seminars_workshops.htm
It is important to underline that the Office of International Law is the official depository of Inter-American treaties and cooperation agreements.  In regard to the multilateral treaties, the Office keeps updated information on the complete texts of inter-American treaties as well as the actions undertaken for each instrument, such as the status of their signatures, ratifications, adhesions, reservations, declarations, registering of central authorities, etc.  With regard to bilateral agreements, the Office has registered and published all the agreements held between 2004 and 2005 in PDF on its website and had kept original records in its physical archive.  In the year 2005, there were 100 bilateral cooperation agreements registered. 

The discussion forum announced last year for CIDIP-VII is available on the webpage of the Department.  This forum will allow designated experts to conduct preparatory work and consult among themselves and with member states.  
Private portals with increased levels of security have been created, for exclusive use by government experts in the areas of mutual legal assistance and cyber-crime.

During 2005, the number of annual visitors to the website of the Department of International Legal Affairs reached approximately 23,736 and visitors to the website of the Inter-American Juridical Committee reached approximately 6,934.

E. Online bookstore  
Since 2004, the Office of International Law keeps and updates an on-line bookstore that has a catalog of 19 publications on issues relating to international law.  Among the customers, this on-line shop counts with prestigious universities from throughout the hemisphere and Europe. Appendix IV contains the publications catalogue for this site. F. Model OAS General Assemblies

INTER-AMERICAN PROGRAM FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF INTERNATIONAL LAW

(Adopted at the fourth plenary session, held on June 7, 2005)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,


Having seen the Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly (AG/doc.4376/05), in particular as it pertains to the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2032 (XXXIV-O/04), “Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law”;


CONSIDERING that in 1996 the General Assembly adopted the Declaration of Panama on the Inter-American Contribution to the Development and Codification of International Law [AG/DEC. 12 (XXVI-O/96)], and that in 1997 it adopted the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law [AG/RES. 1471 (XXVII-O/97)];

TAKING NOTE of the Report on the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law - Activities of the Office of Inter-American Law and Programs (June 2004 - February 2005) (CP/CAJP-2235/05), 

RESOLVES:


1.
To reaffirm the importance of the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law; to reiterate its support for it; and to request the Office of Inter-American Law and Programs of the General Secretariat to continue carrying out the activities enumerated in the Program.


2.
To urge the General Secretariat to continue, through the Office of Inter-American Law and Programs, conducting the Workshops on International Law and the Course on International Law in Rio de Janeiro and to provide support for activities designed to increase awareness of the inter-American system in law schools, diplomatic academies, and other centers for specialized study, as well as for activities involving the dissemination of legal information through its publications and electronic media, including the sale of its publications in all the official languages of the Organization.

To request the Permanent Council to follow up on the implementation of this resolution and, in particular, to convene a meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs to share experiences on how international law is addressed in diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials, in accordance with the resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources, and to report thereon to the General Assembly at its thirty-sixth regular session.
