Background


The Fundación Global Democracia y Desarrollo (FUNGLODE) is a nongovernmental, nonprofit organization founded in 2000 in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic, for the purpose of promoting economic and social development and strengthening democracy in the Dominican Republic. In 2002, the Global Foundation for Democracy and Development (GFDD) was established in the United States to increase cooperation and foster exchange with organizations in the United States.

FUNGLODE/GFDD endeavors to devise strategic and timely proposals on issues of national interest and formulates public policy proposals that may have an impact on such matters as good governance and economic and social development in the Dominican Republic.


FUNGLODE/GFDD promotes advances in science and technology, encourages exchanges with national and international organizations for training in high-technology areas, and develops projects for the establishment of new research and production systems to increase the country’s technological level.


FUNGLODE/GFDD is a social development organization that seeks to promote and encourage democratization of the Dominican system of justice, by means of ideas, increased information, and the execution of projects designed to establish a structure favorable to citizen access and participation.


FUNGLODE/GFDD has executed cooperative projects with the International Law Institute (ILI), the United Nations Department of Public Information, the Earth Institute at Columbia University, the Young Americas Business Trust (YABT) of the OAS, the University of South Florida, the Global Development Learning Network, and the American Council for International Voluntary Action, among others. 

It filed its application with the OAS on October 27, 2005.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities

The primary areas of activity of FUNGLODE/GFDD are economic and social development, education, health, science and technology, and security and defense. Among its activities that could be related to those of the OAS are:

· Promotion of the international exchange of information, projects, and resources of democratic institutions, by establishing cooperative relations between governments and nongovernmental organizations. 

· Fostering of education and citizen participation, by establishing academic institutions that encourage dialogue, forums, and debate on development, democracy, health, and education.

· Development and monitoring of studies and research aimed at improving the living conditions of children and youths, especially those at risk

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS

FUNGLODE/GFDD carries out its activities by means of training programs, publications, socio-legal research, and participation in conflict-resolution processes. Noteworthy among its contributions that may be of interest to the OAS are:
· Implementation of administration and institution-building programs that include project identification, preparation, and management.

· Facilitation of connectivity for civil society, by building laboratories and educational institutions to provide technological services to the diverse communities.

· Establishment of joint projects with nongovernmental organizations, educational institutions, and international institutions, with a view to promoting democratic practices.

· The holding of training workshops and of national information seminars on human rights, justice, integration, development, globalization, and social development.

· The granting of scholarships for various economic and social sectors, in order to encourage academic advancement and the acquisition of experience through internships in academic settings and in the workplace.

OAS work areas to which the CSO can provide support

FUNGLODE/GFDD promotes economic, social, and democratic development and can therefore be supportive of the activities carried out by the various OAS bodies and offices. It could support their work as follows:

· Support the Department of Crisis Prevention and Special Missions of the OAS Secretariat for Political Affairs in the design and implementation of mechanisms for the prevention and peaceful resolution of conflicts, with the participation of civil society.

· Collaborate with the Department of Education, Culture, Science, and Technology of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) in the development of strategies and educational programs to promote and disseminate the Inter-American Democratic Charter and foster democratic values in the member states.

· Support the Permanent Secretariat of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) in the design of programs to provide information on educational matters to women, adolescents, and children.

· Provide assistance to the Inter-American Children's Institute (IIN) regarding the development of programs for children.  
· Support the Department of Social Development of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) in the planning and implementation of programs conducive to social and economic development.
