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Operative paragraph 9 (following operative paragraph 9.quater):

“To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights to convene periodically the organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS, in order to facilitate free-flowing dialogue with the member states on implementation of the activities assigned to the Organization by the Inter-American Program.”

COMMENTS:

This paragraph is intended to complement proposed operative paragraph 9.ter, which refers to the annual meeting of the CAJP on the Inter-American Program.  That meeting, as mandated in resolution AG/RES. 2141 (XXXV-O/05), includes the participation of not only OAS entities but also other regional and international organizations, civil society, and the states themselves.  The Argentine proposal seeks to encourage easier communication between the CAJP and the OAS organs that are assigned activities under the Program, in order to enable said activities to be monitored more frequently and not simply commented on once a year.
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
