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Argentina wishes to cosponsor the draft resolution “Human Rights Defenders: Support for the Individuals, Groups, and Organizations of Civil Society Working to Promote and Protect Human Rights in the Americas,” presented by the delegation of Mexico.
However, it proposes that preambular paragraph 6 be amended to read as follows:

“UNDERSCORING the fundamental role of the function of human rights defenders in preventing violence and promoting peace and sustainable security through dialogue, openness, participation, and justice, and the affirmation that, to be effective, international strategies in this area must pay special attention to protecting the role and the situation of human rights defenders;”

Justification for the amendment:

The reference to “peace and security” in the Mexican proposal seems to go beyond the field of promoting and protecting human rights.  We prefer the language of preambular paragraph 9 of resolution 2005/67 of the United Nations Commission on Human Rights, which the proposing delegation used as a basis for this preambular paragraph, and which is repeated in UN General Assembly resolution 60/161.
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
