APPENDIX

Expenditures from October 1 to December 31, 2005:
During this quarter the Columbus Memorial Library (CML) continued to fulfill its mandate of making its documents and archives accessible. The Preservation and Digitization Project continued with successful results.

Data implementation and training were conducted in November for The Library Corporation (TLC) Integrated Library Automation System that will automate all of the functions of the Library to include acquisitions, serials, circulation, OAS documents and cataloguing.  The system will provide increased access to the library’s rich collection on the Inter-American System. 

The following amounts were expended:

· $1,500 – Consultant Fees

· $400 - Computer Installation and Software Upgrade

· $3,249.12 – Microfilming of documents for Automation Project

· $757.20 – Shredding Services and Pick up Fees for OAS Documents related to Automation Projects
