II.
ACTIONS

a. National strategies against transnational organized crime
-
“Review[ing] national laws and policies to improve cooperation in areas such as mutual legal assistance, extradition and deportation to countries of origin…” (Third Summit of the Americas, Plan of Action of Quebec City, April 2001).

-
Developing and circulating “national reports, and strengthen cooperation, seeking the technical and financial support of multilateral organizations and multilateral development banks where appropriate, in order to jointly combat emerging forms of transnational criminal activity, including trafficking in persons and the laundering of the proceeds and assets of crime and cyber-crime.” (Third Summit of the Americas, Plan of Action of Quebec City, April 2001).

b. Law enforcement matters
-
Promoting “where necessary, and in accordance with national legislation, the adoption of investigation techniques, contained in the United Nations Convention Against Transnational Organized Crime, which are very important tools in the fight against organized crime” (Third Summit of the Americas, Plan of Action of Quebec City, April 2001).

c.
Information Exchange
-
Implementing “collective strategies, including those that emerge from the Meetings of Ministers of Justice of the Americas, to enhance the institutional ability of states to exchange information and evidence by concluding international agreements on mutual legal assistance…” (Third Summit of the Americas, Plan of Action of Quebec City, April 2001).

-
“Establish[ing] or strengthen[ing] existing, duly trained and equipped specialized central units responsible for requesting, analyzing and exchanging among the competent State authorities information relating to the laundering of the proceeds, assets and instrumentalities used in criminal activities (also known as money laundering).” (Second Summit of the Americas, Plan of Action of Santiago, April 1998)
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
