Report on performance contracts (CPRs) for the period January 1 - December 31, 2005 [AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05)] (CP/doc.4100/06) 

The Committee heard a presentation on performance contracts (CPRs), which, due to its size, the Secretariat had distributed in the form of a compact disk (CD). An overall table was requested showing total expenditure and which CPRs were financed with Specific Funds and which were financed out of the Regular Fund. The delegations asked which of the functions performed by CPRs could be handled by OAS staff. A report of the Inspector General was also distributed, regarding her activities with respect to CPRs (CP/CAAP-2829/06).

Work plans of Offices of the General Secretariat in the Member States and report on funds/subsidies received from the host governments [AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05)] (CP/doc.4095/06) 

The Committee heard a presentation on the Work Plans of the Offices of the General Secretariat [now OAS Country Offices] and a report on funds/subsidies received from the host governments submitted pursuant to the mandate contained in resolution AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05). Several delegations took the floor and stated that the report had improved to their satisfaction. Some delegations commented on the work plans of the offices in their respective countries. The Committee took note that the Secretariat would present the strategic plan requested in resolution AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05) at the Committee meeting scheduled for May 8.

After a brief introduction by the Assistant Secretary for Administration and Finance on the subject and pursuant to AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05), the General Secretariat presented the Report on Positions of Trust (CP/CAAP-2830/06). The Committee welcomed the transparency being shown in this matter and agreed to take note of the report.

The Committee agreed to reiterate the mandate in the draft resolution n the program-budget for 2007.

Report on fundraising: Permanent Observers [AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05), (CP/doc. 4102/06 corr. 1)
The Committee heard the presentation by the Director of the Department of External Relations on the Specific Funds received from the Permanent Observers. The delegations expressed their appreciation of the report and thanked the Director for presenting it. They also thanked the Permanent Observers for their contributions.

Scale of Regular Fund Quota Assessments and Ceiling of the 2007 Budget [AG/RES. 1 (XXXI-E/06) Appendix B], 

The Committee began analyzing Appendix B of resolution AG/RES. 1 (XXXI-E/06), adopted by the General Assembly at its thirty-first special session, held in January 2006, at the request of the Style Committee for that General Assembly [AG/doc. 13 (XXXI-E/06)]. After an exchange of views, the Committee agreed to ask the General Secretariat to incorporate the adjustments suggested by the delegations and to submit it to the Committee for final adoption at a subsequent meeting.

Introduction to planning the 2007 program-budget (results-based budgeting) [AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05)]
The Director of Planning, Control, and Evaluation, Mr. Richard Graziano, produced an introduction to planning the 2007 program-budget, which reflects the new structure of the General Secretariat and will be presented on April 12. In response to a suggestion by the Chair, the Committee then agreed to establish two ad hoc working groups: one to review the figures in the proposed program-budget for 2007, and the other to review the existing and new paragraphs. The former would be chaired by Gustavo Nogueira, Alternate Representative of Brazil, and the latter by Sebastian Molteni, Alternate Representative of Argentina.
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
