Presentation by the Chair of the Board of External Auditors

The Committee heard a presentation of the Annual Report to the Permanent Council of the Board of External Auditors: Audit of Accounts and Financial Statements for the Years Ended December 31, 2004 and 2003 (OEA/Ser.S-JAE/doc. 36/06), given by the Chair of the Board of External Auditors, Mr. Howard J. Krongard.  Several delegations took the floor and thanked him for the presentation of the report. The Council agreed to take note of the report and of the comments of the delegations.

Presentation by the Inspector General

The Inspector General, Mrs. Linda Fealing, presented a preliminary report on the investigation under way into the Scholarships Program and scholarship obligations that exceed the budgetary authorization for 2005. The delegations indicated that no decision could be taken until the final report on the investigation is presented.  Accordingly, it was agreed to follow the investigation closely and to await the final report.

Proposed amendments to articles in the General Standards

Given the time constraint and the sensitive nature of the subject, the Committee agreed to request the Secretary General to submit to the Permanent Council proposals for any amendments he considers must be made to the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat; and to authorize the Permanent Council to consider them, through the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs and, if necessary, to approve them ad referendum of the General Assembly.
