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The General Secretariat of the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the permanent missions to inform them of the (attached) resignation of Dr. José Delgado Ocando from the Inter-American Juridical Committee.

Dr. José Delgado Ocando was elected by the General Assembly in June 2005 for a four-year term, from January 1, 2006 until December 31, 2009.


Pursuant to Articles 7 and 8 of the Statutes of the Inter-American Juridical Committee and Article 50 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council, the Permanent Council shall proceed to elect a new member of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, who shall take up his post immediately after his election to complete the rest of his predecessor’s term.  To that end, the Permanent Council shall establish a date by which states that so desire may submit candidacies for that election.  Once that deadline has passed, and within no fewer than 30 days, the Permanent Council shall elect the new member of the Inter-American Juridical Committee.


The General Secretariat of the Organization of American States avails itself of the opportunity to renew to the permanent missions the assurances of its highest consideration.
