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PROPOSAL BY THE DELEGATION OF THE UNITED STATES REGARDING THE DRAFT HEMISPHERIC PLAN OF ACTION AGAINST TRANSNATIONAL ORGANIZED CRIME

The U.S. Permanent Mission to the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the members of the Special Committee on Transnational Organized Crime and wishes to propose new language for Section II. (General Objectives) of the draft Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime that is currently under consideration by the Committee.  
Given the progress made by experts, September 12-14, in developing a robust Plan of Action, the U.S. believes that many of the items originally listed under Section II. have now been incorporated elsewhere in the document.  The new language offered by the U.S. aims to capture in their simplicity the objectives that we share, and to reduce redundancy.

GENERAL OBJECTIVES

The general objectives of the Plan of Action are to urge OAS member states, to the extent they have not done so through the UNCTOC Conference of State Parties, to:

1. Combat transnational organized crime within their own countries;

2. Cooperate with each other to combat transnational organized crime, particularly in the areas of prevention, investigation and prosecution of transnational criminal offenses, consistent with the principles of sovereign equality and territorial integrity of states and of nonintervention in the internal affairs of other states; and
3. Strengthen national, subregional, and regional institutions and officials, as the case may be, charged with preventing, investigating, and prosecuting transnational organized crime.
