Annual Special Meeting on International Humanitarian Law (IHL) 

Date: February 1, 2007
It is important that the meeting program be consistent with the basic purpose of addressing legitimate concerns of countries in the region, which will ensure that the aims of this special and privileged forum are fulfilled.

To that end, the delegation of Mexico is presenting a draft program to complement the one presented by the Department of International Legal Affairs.  It is intended to reflect current issues of interest to the region.  This is in the understanding that any program is subject to discussion, and can be enriched by inputs from the states, the General Secretariat, and the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC).
Some of the features of this program would be:

1. Follow-up on priority IHL issues. Items II, III(1)(5), IV(1)(2).
2. Introduction of issues considered under specific approaches to IHL. Items II (2)(3)(4)(5).
3. Opportunity for dialogue among states and their specific participation in each segment of the agenda.

4. Encouragement of participation by states, the OAS, and other nongovernmental participants (academics, NGOs).  We propose to begin with two invited states who would present a summary on IHL measures they have adopted at the national level.  With a view to respecting the plurality of OAS countries, we suggest participation by the regional groups (ALADI, CARICOM, Central America), and by the United States and Canada.
5. Content should be manageable in terms of the time available. Since this is an initial draft, it might be decided not to consider certain topics in view of time constraints.  We recommend, however, keeping the five sections.

Date: February 2, 2007
The Government of Mexico notes that the draft presented by the Department of International Legal Affairs emphasizes aspects of cooperation foreseen in the Rome Statute (which the Government agrees are important) and follows upon the special meeting held at the beginning of the year. 
Nonetheless, the Government believes that consideration of other issues of importance or interest to the states would be a natural complement to that approach.  Accordingly, it attaches hereto a draft agenda intended to spur dialogue and reflection on the experience of operators participating in such cooperation.  It envisions, therefore, participation by officials of the International Criminal Court (Office of the Prosecutor and Secretariat to the Presidency), of international organizations, and of nongovernmental organizations.
