Background

Modelo de Integración Latinoamericano of Venezuela is a civil organization established on May 31, 2004.  Its objective is to recommend, carry out, promote, and develop a proposal for integration in which public and private institutions, such as missions, foundations, forums, ministries, trade blocs, and members of the international community can promote well-being and social investment.

The main activity of Modelo de Integración Latinoamericano is to hold talks and roundtables that bring together social players and authorities in the Latin American community.  The Association is currently cooperating in compliance with the objectives of the United Nations Millennium Goals and the Charter of the Organization of American States, thereby facilitating the integration of citizens of Latin American and the Caribbean.


Modelo de Integración Latinoamericano receives funding from special contributions and membership fees; support, development, implementation, and evaluation services with regard to economic and social development and integration of communities, districts, government, and national and binational associations; the development of social projects to be presented to national, international, and multilateral banks; and from consultation services to community groups and small enterprises regarding business operations and microfinance.

Modelo de Integración Latinoamericano filed its application to the OAS in May 2005.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities


Modelo de Integración Latinoamericano of Venezuela can assist in promoting and creating a forum for economic and political development that links various topics involving integration.  Among its objectives are the following:
· To generate interaction between citizens and governments of the region thereby creating a structure for an integration model;

· To establish mechanisms and processes that contribute to the consolidation of peace and security in the Hemisphere;

· To promote and consolidate representative democracy, with due respect for the principle of nonintervention;

· To contribute to the creation of data and activities needed to overcome the absence of criticism and analysis.

· To promote and support various public institutions in the fight against corruption, external debt management, energy, petroleum, education, culture, employment, housing, freedom of expression, social and economic development, among others.

· To carry out research and studies that contribute to enhancing integration.

· To promote the coming together of Latin American and Caribbean cultures and societies.

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS


The Modelo de Integración Latinoamericano can contribute to OAS efforts through the following activities:

· Promotion of studies on compliance with obligations emanating from treaties and other sources of international law.
· Compilation and organization of data in order to promote and consolidate representative democracy in Latin American states.
· Presentation of studies on justice and social security in the OAS member states.

· Encouragement of the defense and promotion of basic human rights.
· Development of strategies to promote specific cultures in the member states.
· Preparation of proposals to develop the subject of integration of Latin American cultures beginning at the primary school levels.
· Development of programs to promote civil society participation in the fight against corruption.

· Organization of debates on external debt management and the fight against poverty.
· Compilation of information on respect for human rights in some countries in the region.
