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The Permanent Mission of Chile to the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States(Committee on Hemispheric Security(and has the honor to refer to Note No. 175, dated May 11, 2006, whereby it submitted the fifth National Report pursuant to Article 7 of the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on Their Destruction (Ottawa Convention), for the period from April 30, 2005, to April 30, 2006.

In that regard, the Permanent Mission of Chile wishes to point out that, according to that document, Chile was to retain 5,866 mines for training purposes, in accordance with Article 3 of the Convention.  However, in April 2006, Chile’s Army destroyed 1,292 antipersonnel mines, which means that the number of mines kept for training purposes has been reduced to 4,574.

The Permanent Mission of Chile to the Organization of American States avails itself of this opportunity to express to the General Secretariat the renewed assurances of its highest consideration.
