CHAIRMAN’s CONCLUSIONS of the First Meeting of 

the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures

Confidence- and security-building measures developed and implemented within the inter-American system have strengthened regional military-to-military relations, reduced interstate tensions, enhanced security, and fostered cooperation and trust among the democratic states of the Hemisphere.  The following conclusions summarize the most salient points of the discussions held during the First Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures:

· Continue to consider the adoption of the confidence- and security-building measures (CSBMs) contained in the Declaration on Security in the Americas, the Declarations of San Salvador and Santiago on CSBMs, the Consensus of Miami, the Declaration of Quito adopted at the Sixth Conference of Ministers of Defense of the Americas, and the relevant sections of the Declaration of Kingstown: Security of Small Island States.

· Consider for adoption the additional measures contained in the Illustrative List of Confidence- and Security-Building Measures approved at the Meeting of Experts in Confidence-and Security-Building Measures held in Miami in February 2003.

· Further develop measures to foster increased transparency, trust, dialogue, and cooperation to address non-traditional threats, concerns, and other challenges to hemispheric security. 
· Participate in the two global CSBMs -the United Nations Register of Conventional Arms and United Nations Standardized Reporting of Military Expenditures, as well as in the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions, and encourage bilateral experiences in these areas.

· Share bilateral and subregional experiences relating to CSBMs (such as standardized methodologies for measuring military expenditures, de-mining, joint exercises.) through seminars, workshops, and in other hemispheric fora.

· Use the OAS Information System (OASIS) to share information on CSMBs and exchange information requested by the General Assembly through its relevant resolutions.

· Request that the General Secretariat instruct member states on the use of OASIS and develop clear guidelines on the CSBMs reporting requirements pursuant to relevant inter-American declarations for review by the Committee on Hemispheric Security.  

· Convene the Second Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures in 2006 to review and evaluate existing CSBMs and to discuss, consider, and propose new CSBMs.
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
