This document was elaborated by the Summits of the Americas Secretariat with the purpose of providing additional information to the Member States of the Organization of American States (OAS) on the civil society organizations that applied to be part of the Registry of civil society organizations in the OAS and were presented before the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) on October 16, 2006.

This document presents the 42 civil society organizations that were analyzed by the Committee in alphabetical order.  In this sense, this document complements the information that was submitted, and lists those documents presented by these organizations in accordance with Article 6 Application to Participate of the resolution CP/RES.759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in the Activities of the OAS.”

Resolution CP/RES.759 (1217/99), establishes that the General Secretariat analyze and formulate the pertinent recommendations and submit the applications of the civil society organizations that wish to be part of the Registry to the Permanent Council.
