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DRAFT RESOLUTION

EXTENSION OF AUTHORIZATION TO USE 2006 FUNDS
FOR THE ANNUAL MEETING OF THE NON PERMANENT COMMITTEES OF CIDI (CENPES), UNTIL 2007
(Presented by the General Secretariat)


THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,
CONSIDERING that Article 17.h. of the Statutes of the Special Multilateral Fund of CIDI (FEMCIDI) establishes that “the CENPES shall analyze and evaluate the Programming Proposal no later than October 15”;
That on September 26, 2006, through the adoption of Resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 125 (CXXVII-O/06), a number of the deadlines for the 2006 FEMCIDI Programming, Obligation and Execution Schedule were modified (Article 17 of the FEMCIDI Statutes) and the dates on which to hold the CENPES meeting were deferred until February of 2007;
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that these modifications were approved only for the 2006 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle and that there may as a result be a second CENPES meeting in 2007, corresponding to the 2007 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle;
BEARING IN MIND that Article 100 of the General Standards limits the use of Regular Fund appropriations to meet obligations incurred for the year in which they were approved;
That the cost of CENPES meetings for 2006 should be defrayed by Regular Fund appropriations and it has been estimated to amount up to $98,227,
RESOLVES:
1.
To instruct the General Secretariat to utilize appropriations from the 2007 Approved Program-Budget to meet the expenditures related to the CENPES meeting which corresponds to the 2006 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle.
2. To authorize, on an exceptional basis, the use of up to $98,227 financed by unused 2006 appropriations from Chapter 4, Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, to cover the expenditures related to the CENPES meeting which corresponds to the 2007 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle, should it become necessary to hold this meeting in 2007.
3. That the authority to obligate these funds shall lapse on December 31, 2007.  These appropriations may be extended, but not beyond December 31 2008, only to the extent necessary to liquidate obligations pending, on which date they shall expire irrevocably.
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
