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Summary of the meeting of November 9, 2006

1. Consideration of the Draft Agenda for the Tenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus, to be held in La Paz, Bolivia, from March 26 to 30, 2007 (GT/DADIN/doc.273/06)

The Working Group approved, without observations, the agenda for the Tenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus, which was published as document GT/DADIN/doc.273/06 rev. 1.

2. Adoption of the procedure for further review of the Draft Declaration

· Proposed Methodology for Promptly Concluding the Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (GT/DADIN/doc.246/06 rev. 5 in Spanish and GT/DADIN/doc.246/06 rev. 5 corr.1 in English)

The delegations granted a final review of this draft, following which the Working Group approved the proposed methodology, as set forth in document GT/DADIN/doc.246/06 rev. 6.

3. Preparations for the Eighth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus, to be held at OAS headquarters from December 4 to 8, 2006.

The Chair of the Working Group, Ambassador Juan León Alvarado, informed the delegations about the logistical details associated with preparing and holding the aforementioned meeting. The Chair likewise mentioned the progress made so far with selecting the representatives of the indigenous peoples of OAS member states whose participation in the eighth and ninth meetings of negotiations can be sponsored by the Specific Fund.  The official document with the outcomes of this process was distributed as “Information Bulletin No. 10” (GT/DADIN/doc.275/06).
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
