Adopted of the order of business

The Preparatory Committee adopted the order of business (AG/CP/OD-344/06).

Thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly

By the powers vested in it by Article 60 of the OAS Charter, the Committee installed the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure for the thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly and instructed it to:

· Prepare the preliminary draft agenda for the thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly, bearing in mind the OAS Charter and Articles 29, 30, and 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly;  
· Submit its recommendations on the draft agenda for the thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly to the Preparatory Committee, for the purposes envisaged in Article 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly; and

· Submit its recommendations on the draft schedule and other procedural matters to the Preparatory Committee for transmission to the member state governments by the deadlines set in the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly and in accordance with Article 60 of the OAS Charter.


The Committee elected by acclamation Ambassador Arístides Royo, Permanent Representative of Panama, Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure for the thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly.


The Preparatory Committee also installed the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters for the thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly and instructed it to consider the proposed program-budget of the Organization for 2008, quotas, and contributions to FEMCIDI for 2008.


The Committee elected by acclamation Ambassador Francisco Villagrán de León, Chair of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters for the thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly.
