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	1.	Article 60 of the OAS Charter:  There shall be a Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, composed of representatives of all the Member States, which shall:





	a)	Prepare the draft agenda of each session of the General Assembly;


Review the proposed program�budget and the draft resolution on quotas, and present to the General Assembly a report thereon containing the recommendations it considers appropriate.





Article 35 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly:  The agenda of each special session of the General Assembly shall be confined to the subject or subjects for which the session was convoked.





Article 42 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly:  For special sessions of the Assembly, the Preparatory Committee may, if necessary, change the procedures and time periods established in this chapter with respect to drafts and working documents.
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
