Supreme Decree

The President of the Republic

DECLARES THE YEARS 2007 TO 2016
AS THE DECADE OF PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES IN PERU

CONSIDERING:


That the Constitution of Peru recognizes the right of all persons to self-development and well-being and their equality before the law and provides that no person may be subjected to discrimination on the basis of origin, race, sex, language, religion, beliefs, economic status, or any other reason;


That the Constitution of Peru also recognizes that persons with disabilities are entitled to respect for their dignity and to a legal system of protection, assistance, rehabilitation, and security;


That, accordingly, Act Nº 27050, the General Law on Persons with Disabilities, has been enacted to establish a legal system offering protection, health services, employment, education, rehabilitation, social security, and preventive measures enabling persons with disabilities to develop and achieve social, economic, and cultural integration, as provided in Article 7 of the Constitution;


That, in addition, the Peruvian state has ratified, by way of legislative resolution Nº 27484, the Inter-American Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities of the Organization of American States (OAS);


That, in response to an initiative by the Peruvian foreign ministry, the OAS General Assembly, at its thirty-sixth regular session, on June 6, 2006, adopted declaration AG/DEC. 50 (XXXVI-O/06) and resolution AG/RES. 2230 (XXXVI-O/06), proclaiming the Decade of the Americas for the Rights and Dignity of Persons with Disabilities (2006-2016) and providing the formation of a working group to prepare a Program of Action for the Decade of the Americas for the Rights and Dignity of Persons with Disabilities (2006-2016) based on the document presented by the Peruvian mission to the OAS;


That, given the need to promote the recognition and the exercise of the rights of persons with disabilities through measures in the short, medium, and long terms, it is fitting to declare the Decade of Persons with Disabilities, in order to highlight the importance and social significance of the matter and to express the political will of the Government to make meaningful changes by which the quality of life of persons with disabilities may be improved;


That, consequently, the state should enact complementary regulations and take action for their effective application of the provisions cited in the preceding preambular paragraphs, so as to incorporate policies, programs, and projects concerning persons with disabilities into the national development and anti-poverty plans, and to promote the inclusion and integral development of persons with disabilities;


Under the provisions of paragraph 24 of Article 118 of the Constitution of Peru;


With the favorable vote of the Council of Ministers,

DECREES as follows:


Article 1.  The period from 2007 to 2016 is declared the Decade of Persons with Disabilities in Peru, to encourage nationwide recognition of and reflection on the question of disabilities; all sectors and levels of government should implement programs, projects, and measures to bring about the inclusion and full participation of persons with disabilities in all facets of society.


Article 2. All official documents should use the name given in the preceding article, regardless of any name that may be adopted for each individual year.


Article 3.  Under the provisions of Article 1 of this Supreme Decree, the Ministry for the Promotion of Women and Social Development, through the National Council for the Integration of Persons with Disabilities (CONADIS), and in coordination with the Ministry of Labor and Promotion of Employment, the Ministry of Health, and the Ministry of Education, shall formulate, in the first six months of 2007, an Equal Opportunity Plan for Persons with Disabilities for the 2007-2016 period.


Organizations of persons with disabilities shall be invited by the Ministry for the Promotion of Women and Social Development, through CONADIS, to participate actively in the conception, application, evaluation, and follow-up of the Plan to which the preceding paragraph refers.

Article 4- This Supreme Decree shall be ratified by the President of the Council of Ministers, the Minister for the Promotion of Women and Social Development, the Minister of Labor and Promotion of Employment, the Minister of Health, and the Minister of Education.
