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I. BACKGROUND

The Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law (hereinafter ‘the Program’) was adopted by the General Assembly, in Lima, Peru, in 1997 [see AG/RES. 1471 (XXVII-O/97)]. The Program contains a description of the various areas, activities, and objectives to be pursued, on an ongoing basis, by the Organization, to ensure the development, promotion, and effective application of international law developed in the inter-American system (see Appendix I).

The background to the Program can be found in the “Declaration of Panama on the Inter-American Contribution to the Development and Codification of International Law" [AG/DEC. 12 (XXVI-O/96)], adopted by the General Assembly in Panama in June 1996.  Since 1997, successive General Assembly resolutions have mandated implementation of the Program, indicating its priority areas.

In June 2006, the General Assembly, meeting in the Dominican Republic, requested, by way of resolution AG/RES. 2174 (XXXVI-O/06), that the Department of International Legal Affairs continue carrying out the activities enumerated in the Program, in terms of conducting the courses and workshops on international law, and of publicizing legal activities, and disseminating legal information in publications and on the Internet.  It also called for the establishment on its web page of a database on diplomatic academies in the Hemisphere and the design of a model general course on the inter-American system.

II. ACTIVITIES CARRIED OUT 

The following activities have been carried out by the Office of International Law of the Department of International Legal Affairs in 2006 under General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2174 (XXXVI-O/06) and the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law.
A. Promoting the study of inter-American law 

1.- Database on diplomatic academies

Following up on the conclusions of the January 19, 2006, working meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs on the ways diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials address international law, the Office of International Law established a database containing a list of diplomatic academies or institutions that train their representatives.  This database is on our web page at the following address:

2.- Course on the inter-American system 

The Office of International Law has reached an advanced stage in the creation and coordination of a course on the inter-American system and the major topics on the Organization’s legal agenda, to be taught by the attorneys of that Office, at the request of the OAS member states.

B. Courses, workshops, and seminars

1.- 33rd Course on International Law, organized by the Office of International Law of the Department of International Legal Affairs and the Inter-American Juridical Committee

The Course on International Law was held in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, from July 31 to August 25, 2006. It was attended by 26 instructors, 30 OAS scholars, and 11 students who covered their own costs. The central theme was “International Law in the Americas: 100 Years of the Inter-American Juridical Committee.”  The program of the 33rd Course on International Law is provided in Appendix II.

2.- Workshops on International Law 

The Workshops on International Law were held from November 14 to 17, 2006, in Buenos Aires, Argentina.  The Office of International Law organized the event in conjunction with the Law School of the Universidad Austral and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship of Argentina.  The Workshops were attended by 32 international law lecturers, of which 16 were nationals of Argentina.  The programs of the Workshops held in Argentina is provided in Appendix III.

3.- First Course on International Humanitarian Law 

In accordance with resolution AG/RES. 2226 (XXXVI-O/06), adopted by the General Assembly in Santo Domingo in June 2006, the Office of International Law, in coordination with the International Committee of the Red Cross, worked throughout 2006 on preparing the First Course on International Humanitarian Law, with staff of the permanent missions of the OAS member states and staff of the General Secretariat as its target audience.  The course will be held on January 31, 2007. The Office of International Law awaits the results of this course, on the basis of which it plans to organize additional courses on this subject and on other subjects of interest to the OAS member states.

C. Legal publications

In the period covered by this report, the Office of International Law edited, published, and distributed the following volumes:

· 32nd Course on International Law, held in 2005, focusing on the theme: “The contribution of international organizations to international law today.”  Contains a total of 20 texts published in their original languages.

· Workshops on International Law held in Ottawa, Canada, from October 22 to 26, 2005.  The volume contains the presentations of 35 professors on private international law, international environmental law, international humanitarian law, human rights, the international protection of indigenous peoples, the inter-American system, and teaching methods. 

· Charter of the Organization of American States.  Republication of the Charter, pocket size, in Spanish and English. 
As usual, the publications from the 33rd Course on International Law, held in August 2006, and from the Workshops on International Law, held in November 2006, will be issued in 2007.

D. Information on the Internet

Dissemination of information on the topics assigned to the Office of International Law has continued over the past year.

In the area of private international law, background data and information on developments concerning the various issues addressed by the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, such as the International Criminal Court, international humanitarian law, internally displaced persons, discrimination, migrants, ombudsmen, persons with disabilities, indigenous peoples, refugees, and terrorism, have been posted on the web page. 
Concerning private international law, the Internet discussion forum for preparations for the Seventh Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law (CIDIP-VII) is in the final phase of preparation of three inter-American instruments on consumer protection (a convention and two model laws), as well as two instruments on electronic records.

Regarding the dissemination of inter-American instruments deposited with the General Secretariat, the Office of International Law is preparing a database, organized by country, on the status of signatures and ratifications by member status; this will complement the data already given on the web page in chronological order or by instrument title.  For their part, all bilateral agreements signed in 2006 have been recorded and their texts have been posted on the web page.

Average monthly visits to the Department of International Legal Affairs web page numbered around 30000; for the Inter-American Juridical Committee’s web page, they numbered around 9700.

E. Virtual shop (Online sale of publications)

AG/RES. 2174 (XXXVI-O/06)

INTER-AMERICAN PROGRAM FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF INTERNATIONAL LAW

(Approved by the Permanent Count at its meeting of May 17, 2006)

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

Having seen the Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly (AG/doc.…/06 add. 3), in particular as it pertains to the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2070 (XXXV-O/05), “Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law”;

CONSIDERING that in 1996 the General Assembly adopted the Declaration of Panama on the Inter-American Contribution to the Development and Codification of International Law [AG/DEC. 12 (XXVI-O/96)], and that in 1997, by resolution AG/RES. 1471 (XXVII-O/97), it adopted the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law;

CONSIDERING ALSO that the General Assembly has reaffirmed its support for said Program through its resolutions AG/RES. 1557 (XXVIII-O/98), AG/RES. 1617 (XXIX-O/99), AG/RES. 1705 (XXX-O/00), AG/RES. 1766 (XXXI-O/01), AG/RES. 1845 (XXXII-O/02), AG/RES. 1921 (XXXIII-O/03), AG/RES. 2032 (XXXIV-O/04), and AG/RES. 2070 (XXXV-O/05);

TAKING NOTE of the Report on the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law: “Activities of the Department of International Legal Affairs (April 2005–February 2006) (CP/CAJP-2332/03), in compliance with said Program; and

NOTING WITH SATISFACTION the holding of the meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs to share experiences on how international law is addressed in diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials, held at OAS headquarters on January 19, 2006, the final report of which was presented by the Chair of the (CP/CAJP-2324/06 corr. 1),

RESOLVES:

1. To reaffirm the importance of, and its support for, the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law; and to request the Department of International Legal Affairs of the General Secretariat to continue carrying out the activities enumerated in the Program.

2. To urge that the General Secretariat, through the International Law Office of the Department of International Legal Affairs, continue conducting the Workshops on International Law and the Course on International Law in Rio de Janeiro and provide support for activities designed to increase awareness of international law, with special emphasis on the inter-American system, as well as for activities involving the dissemination of legal information and the status of signatures and ratifications of inter-American treaties deposited with the General Secretariat, through its publications, electronic media, and the Internet, in all the official languages of the OAS.

3. To take note of the report of the meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) to share experiences on how international law is addressed in diplomatic academies and other training centers for public officials; and to request the International Law Office to continue to support the CAJP in organizing these events and to create a database on its Webpage on diplomatic academies in the Hemisphere, in response to the recommendations of that CAJP meeting.

4. To request the International Law Office of the Department of International Legal Affairs to design a general course on the inter-American system, for diplomatic academies, other training centers for public officials, and other legal education centers in the Hemisphere, in the context of the mandates of the Program for the Development of International Law on the promotion and dissemination of the inter-American system and of the recommendations of the CAJP meeting on how inter-American law is addressed.

5.
To request the Permanent Council to follow up on implementation of this resolution, which will be carried out within the resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources, and to report to the General Assembly at its thirty-seventh regular session.
