Additionally, it advocates the improvement of judicial administration and the legal profession.

FACA is comprised of 74 lawyer associations from throughout Argentina and carries out its programs through meetings and thematic conferences.  FACA creates connections with similar institutions outside of Argentina through the Unión Iberamericana de Colegios de Abogados (UIBA).

FACA receives financing from membership dues from its 74 association members.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities

The main objective of FACA is to promote the strengthening of democratic institutions, human rights, and the legal system in Argentina.  Its activities are related to those of the OAS in the following areas:
· Monitor juridical issues including the rule of law, institutional quality, and access to justice;
· Promote and protect human rights, proposing mechanisms to support the defense of human rights;
· Monitor democratic governance at the national, provincial, and municipal levels, creating proposals to strengthen it;
· Promote the development of national and international conventions and policies that advance human rights and foster civil society participation in these processes.

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
The following activities that FACA carries out in the areas of human rights, judicial reform, and good governance may be of interest to the OAS:
· Publicize and disseminate studies that analyze the state of law in OAS Member States;
· Promote human rights by fostering the development of a legal framework for human rights protection mechanisms; 

· Create opportunities for dialogue among different social and legal sectors to develop and support activities related to the promotion and defense of human rights and liberties;

· Produce and disseminate regular assessments of the situation of human rights in Latin America.

Identification of the OAS work areas in which the CSO proposes to support ongoing activities or to make recommendations on the best way to achieve OAS objectives
FACA believes its work in the areas of human rights, judicial reform, and good governance projects best match with OAS objectives.  In particular, FACA can assist the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization in the following ways:
· Disseminate and promote the Inter-American Democratic Charter of the OAS;

· Support the inter-American human rights system and the work of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) by disseminating information and fostering dialogue regarding human rights international human rights law; 

· Monitor and support the work of the Secretariat for Political Affairs (SPA) to promote democracy and increase access to justice;

· Monitor implementation by OAS Member States of the Declaration of Mar del Plata of the Fourth Summit of the Americas with regard to the recognition that the rule of law is essential to the functioning of democratic societies;
