PRELIMINARY OBSERVATIONS BY THE GOVERNMENT OF MEXICO ON THE DRAFT DECLARATION OF PANAMA, “ENERGY FOR DEVELOPMENT”
· We recommend that preambular paragraph 5 refer to technology transfer and energy efficiency, as follows:
“RECOGNIZING that the effects of climate change underscore the need for research, technology transfer, promotion, development, and increased use of renewable forms of energy and energy efficiency;”
· After the last preambular paragraph, which refers to the Declaration of Santa Cruz +10, add the following reference to the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development:
“CONSIDERING that the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (2006-2009) establishes measures to promote renewable energy and energy efficiency;”
· In operative paragraphs 11 and 14, we ask that the word “fiable” be changed to “confiable.”

· In operative paragraph 17, change “el incremento en” to “incrementar,” as follows:
“Destacar la necesidad del aumento y la diversificación de los recursos energéticos; el incremento en incrementar el uso de tecnologías energéticas renovables; el aumento del uso de tecnologías y sistemas de energía eléctricos y de transportes eficientes; la armonización de la regulación de los sistemas energéticos y el fomento de la inversión en el sector y el establecimiento de mecanismos innovadores de financiamiento.”

In addition, the Government of Mexico reserves its position on the following operative paragraphs, which is it still closely examining:

14.
To underscore the importance of developing and investing in the necessary energy infrastructures to guarantee the availability of and access to reliable, accessible energy systems. In this context, they emphasize the advisability of promoting public-private partnerships.

19.
To support the integration of energy systems and networks among member states to promote the more efficient and rational development and use of their energy resources and increased marketing of energy products and services among them.

22.
To underscore the importance of private-sector participation in the development of traditional and new energy sources and in the installation of national and international distribution systems and networks.

23.
To recognize the urgent need to take measures, mostly in the transportation and industry sectors, for the use of more efficient technologies. They also recognize the need to introduce incentives for small and medium-sized enterprises to contribute to this effort.

24.
To call upon governments and the private sector to encourage the input of financial resources, technology transfer, capacity-building, and the dissemination of ecologically sustainable technologies.
