COMMITTEE ON HEMISPHERIC SECURITY

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1. Presentation by the Under Secretary for Multidimensional Security, Ambassador Alexandre Addor-Neto
Ambassador Addor-Neto presented a report on the vision of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and his area’s programming priorities, which was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF.127/07.
The delegations thanked Ambassador Addor-Neto for his presentation and requested the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security to address the topic of gangs, which was a challenge for the Central America and Caribbean subregion.  They also referred to the need to identify areas for cooperation with the Inter-American Defense Board in order to seek closer ties with that organization.  Lastly, they requested the Department to review the organization of some web pages, such as that of CIFTA, which was a valuable source of information for the delegations. 
2. Consideration of the draft resolution “Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisition” (REP/CITAAC/doc.1/06 rev. 2)
The Committee approved the draft resolution “Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisition,” which would be transmitted to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs as it had budgetary implications, and then presented to the Permanent Council for transmittal to the General Assembly at its thirty-seventh regular session.
3. Consideration of the draft resolution “Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission” (CP/doc.4196/07 add. 1) 
The Chair indicated that, at its meeting of February 21, 2007, the Permanent Council had decided to forward the draft resolutions of CICAD to the Committee on Hemispheric Security.  He also underscored that the above-mentioned draft resolution had been presented ad referendum of the Committee, as it had to be adopted by it the Commission of CICAD at its session to be held in May 2007. 

The Chair requested the delegations to forward to the Secretariat their recommendations on this draft resolution, for transmittal to CICAD.  He also indicated that said draft resolution would again be considered by the Committee when it had been approved by CICAD in May.

4. Consideration of the draft resolution “Disarmament and Nonproliferation Education” (CP/CSH-855/07) 
As time was insufficient, this draft resolution will be considered at the meeting of April 17, 2007.
5. Consideration of the draft resolution “Inter-American Support for the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty” (CP/CSH-856/07) 
As time was insufficient, this draft resolution will be considered at the meeting of April 17, 2007. 
6. Oral report on the workshop on United Nations resolution 61/89, “Towards an arms trade treaty:  establishing common international standards for the import, export and transfer of conventional arms”
Minister Counselor Francisco Bernales, Alternate Representative of the Permanent Mission of Chile, presented a report on the workshop organized by the United Nations Office for Disarmament Affairs on United Nations General Assembly resolution A/RES/61/89, “Towards an arms trade treaty:  establishing common international standards for the import, export and transfer of conventional arms.”  Said meeting was held at United Nations Headquarters in New York, on Monday, April 2, 2007, and his report thereon was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF.123/07.

7. Other business
The Chair reminded the delegations to forward, by Monday, April 16, 2007, their draft resolutions for presentation to the General Assembly at its thirty-seventh regular session, through the Secretariat.  He also underscored that the period for presentation to the Permanent Council of draft resolutions approved by the Committee was May 11, 2007.
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
