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1. Adoption of the order of business

The Permanent Council observed a moment of silence in recognition of the events that took place at Virginia Tech University on Monday, April 16, 2007.

2. Report of the General Secretariat on invitations to the thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly 

The Council considered the report of the General Secretariat on invitations to the thirty-seventh regular session of the General Assembly that require authorization by the Permanent Council (CP/doc.4200/07 corr. 1) and decided to adopt resolution CP/RES. 916 (1590/07), in which the OAS Secretary General is authorized to invite to attend the General Assembly session, as observers, inter-American governmental entities and organizations of a regional or subregional nature and specialized organizations linked to the United Nations and other international organizations, as listed in that resolution.

3. Annual Report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) to the General Assembly
Mr. James Mack, Executive Secretary of CICAD, presented the Annual Report to the General Assembly (CP/doc.4196/07).  The Permanent Council decided:
· To take note of the presentation of the Annual Report of CICAD to the General Assembly and of the observations made by the delegations; and
· To refer the Annual Report to the Committee on Hemispheric Security for consideration, for the purposes specified in Article 91.f of the OAS Charter.

4. Oral presentation by the Humanitarian Demining Section of the Department for the Prevention of Threats against Public Security of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security in recognition of the International Day for Mine Awareness and Assistance in Mine Action

Mr. Carl Case, Principal Specialist of the Humanitarian Demining Section, gave an audiovisual presentation on humanitarian action against mines carried out in the region under the demining program.

The Council decided to express appreciation for, and take note of, the presentation given by the Humanitarian Demining Section and the observations of the delegations and to refer the information received at the meeting to the Committee on Hemispheric Security for any appropriate action. 
5. Forty-sixth report of the Committee of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund
The Council considered the forty-sixth report of the Committee of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund, covering the period from January 1, 2004, to December 31, 2006 (CP/doc.4197/07).
After hearing the presentation by Ambassador Deborah-Mae Novell, Permanent Representative of Antigua and Barbuda and Chair of the Committee of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund, the Council decided to take note of the report and refer it to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs for consideration.

6. Annual Report of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA)
The Permanent Council considered the Annual Report of IICA (CP/doc.4183/07), presented by Mr. Christopher Hansen, Associate Deputy Director General for the Development of Strategic Partnerships and Representative in the United States.
After hearing the observations of the delegations, the Council decided to take note of the report and refer it to the General Committee for consideration, so that the delegations might present any additional observations and recommendations they considered appropriate, as provided in Article 91.f of the OAS Charter. 
7. Installation of the Style Committee of the General Assembly at its thirty-seventh regular session
The Council decided to install the Style Committee of the General Assembly at its thirty-seventh regular session, comprised of the delegations of Brazil, Canada, Colombia, the United States, and Panama, for the purposes specified in Article 28 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

The delegation of Panama was named Chair of the Style Committee.  The first work meeting was scheduled for June 18, 2007, since the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly had recommended that the General Secretariat publish immediately and simultaneously the volume containing the declarations and resolutions adopted by the plenary General Assembly at its thirty-seventh regular session.
8. Draft resolution “Strengthening Hemispheric Cooperation in the Framework of CITEL Efforts to Promote Telecommunication Development in the Region”
The Council approved the draft resolution “Strengthening Hemispheric Cooperation in the Framework of CITEL Efforts to Promote Telecommunication Development in the Region” (CP/CG-1703/07) and decided to submit it to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-seventh regular session.
9. Referral of documents
The Council decided to refer to the General Committee the report on implementation of the Mechanism to Follow Up on Implementation of the Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, “Convention of Belém do Pará” (CP/doc.4198/07).
