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Consideration of the order of business (CP/CAJP-2412/06) began with the following items:

2. Note of the Chair of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, Mauricio Herdocia Sacasa, Submitting Resolution and Report on the Topic “Legal Aspects of the Interdependence Between Democracy and Economic and Social Development” (CP/doc.4144/06)
The delegations expressed their satisfaction with and appreciation for the presentation of this document, which they also considered a very important tool in the negotiations under way on the Draft Social Charter of the Americas.  Accordingly, it was decided to forward a copy of it to CEPCIDI and to continue examination of it at future meetings of the CAJP.

Planning of special meetings and working meetings of the CAJP
The Chair referred to the special and working meetings to be held by the CAJP in this term, emphasizing that he intended to schedule them for prior to the start of preparations for the upcoming General Assembly.  He mentioned that the schedule included in the revised work plan, distributed to all delegations as document CP/CAJP-2410/06 rev. 1, brought together the suggestions made by delegations in this connection.  Lastly, the Office of International Law explained the preparations under way in this regard and requested the Secretariat to prepare and distribute the draft agendas for said meetings as soon as possible, in order to provide the delegations with an initial work tool and to be able to have specific inputs at the next meeting.
