INTER-AMERICAN DEFENSE BOARD

ANNUAL REPORT – 2006
The Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) was established in 1942 to study and recommend measures for the defense of the Hemisphere. It is the oldest military multilateral organization in the world. On March 15 2006, during the XXXII Special Sessions of the OAS General Assembly, the new statutes of the IADB were approved, establishing that the Board is an OAS entity. The purpose of the IADB is to provide the OAS and its Member States with technical, consultative and educational advice on matters related to military and defense issues in the Hemisphere in order to contribute to fulfilling the OAS Charter. In that regard, it provides advice to the programs of the OAS, promotes peace and security in the Hemisphere, fosters trust among the parties through ties of military cooperation, strengthens relations between civilians and the military, and oversees the higher level academic program on security and defense 

studies at the Inter-American Defense College.

	IADB COUNCIL OF DELEGATES


In accordance with the provisions of the new statutes, the Council of Delegates passed rules for the transition, the new IADB regulations, and elections were held for the offices of Chairman?(Brazil), Vice-Chairman (Guatemala), Director General (Trinidad and Tobago), Vice Director of the Inter-American Defense College (Ecuador) and Director of the Under-Secretariat of Advisory Services (Chile).
On September 14, the Republic of Haiti reactivated its membership status at the IADB, in the months of August and September respectively Spain and the People’s Republic of China formalized their entry into the Board as Permanent Observers.
The IADB was represented by the Chairman at the VII Conference of Ministers of Defense of the Americas, in Managua, Nicaragua. On that occasion discussions were held with the Minister of Defense, in which they were informed of the Board modernization process and its availability to cooperate with the Member States and with the OAS, within the framework of the new statutes. On said occasion a proposal was approved to study the creation of a permanent body to provide follow-up on the initiatives of the Conference, as well as a motion recognizing the OAS and the IADB for their successful efforts in the area of Humanitarian Demining.
During the October 16 session, at the invitation of the OAS Commission on Hemispheric Security, the Chairman presented his first report on the transition process of the Board (CP/CSH/INF. 50/06), highlighting the achievements and progress attained by the IADB (CP/CSH/SA.112/06).

During the First Inter-American meeting of Ministers and Senior Level Authorities of Sustainable Development held in Santa Cruz de la Sierra, Bolivia on December 4-5, 2006, the Chairman represented the IADB at the meeting of the Inter-American Network for Disaster Mitigation, a forum of high-level government authorities and entities working in the area of disasters across the hemisphere, in which the capabilities of the Inter-American Defense Board to were made available for strengthening cooperation in implementing the Network.

	SUB-SECRETARIAT FOR ADVISORY SERVICES / SECRETARIAT


In the area of Humanitarian Demining, we highlighted the structuring and establishment in Bogota, Colombia, of the Inter-American Monitors Group under the leadership of Lieutenant Colonel Cesar Ronaldo Brasil de Souza, of the Brazilian Army. This Group of Monitors supports the AICMA program of the OAS and has already certified the clearing of two minefields in that country. The Monitors Group also conducted the training of a special unit to create a national level of capacity in the field of humanitarian demining, thus fulfilling the objective established by the AICMA program of the OAS. Similarly, the IADB and Group contribute through advice providing during the process of establishing the procedures required to respond to and address mine-related humanitarian emergencies. The level of professionalism demonstrated during the execution of the tasks in Colombia during the year 2006 was recognized by the Colombian Army when it presented the inter-American monitors and AICMA personnel with the Torre 

de Castilla Medal.

For over a dozen years, the IADB has been supporting the OAS’s Humanitarian Demining through the coordination and supervision/oversight of the Mine Removal Assistance Mission for Central America (MARMINCA), currently led by Colonel Jorge Gamez Abreu, of the National Guard of Venezuela. In December, 2005, MARMINCA formally declared the conclusion of the mine clearing processes in Guatemala that in turn contributed to its certification as a country free from the presence of mines. MARMINCA continues to support the OAS in its efforts to successfully conclude demining operations in Nicaragua during 2007.

During the year 2006, MARMINCA provided several courses to demining personnel from the Nicaraguan Army Corps of Engineers in order to maintain their humanitarian demining capability, as well providing a special training course for national supervisors in mine-clearing operations.

This IADB recognizes and appreciates the trust placed by the OAS and the international community in MARMINCA’s contribution, along with the other entities that cooperate in humanitarian demining operations in Nicaragua.

The IADB continues to support Humanitarian Demining in Ecuador and Peru, through the Assistance/Aid Mission for Mine Removal in South America MARMINAS), headquartered in Quito, led by Lieutenant Colonel Alfredo Alexandre de Menezes Junior, of the Brazilian Army. It also provides training and monitoring in support of clearing operations in the Cordillera del Condor under the auspices/sponsorship of the OAS AICMA program In the course of the year, MARMINAS supported the development of the technical studies and mine clearing operation plans for the Chiqueiza area in Peru.

MARMINAS is proud to have contributed to the positive dissemination of the efforts undertaken by the OAS in Ecuador and Peru, during a visit in October by a European Union commission to minefields in the area of Lieutenant Ortiz in Ecuador and of Chiqueiza in Peru, which resulted in a pledge by the EU to continue their support for this effort. On this occasion the head of MARMINAS accompanied by OAS staff members showcased to the European commission the achievements and efficiency of this mission. In a joint Ecuadorian-Peruvian communiqué, dated October 11, both countries recognized and thanked the European Union, the OAS and the IADB for their valuable contributions to humanitarian demining.

These training and monitoring missions organized by the IADB to assist the efforts of the OAS and its demining actions, consist of a total of thirty (30) officers and non-commissioned officers with expertise in engineering or explosives, that constitute voluntary contributions to Humanitarian Demining provided by the Armed Forces of Brazil, Chile, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua and Venezuela.


For the IADB, it constitutes an honor to manage coordination efforts and accompany the OAS humanitarian demining missions. The military personnel has proven itself to be up to the task, dedicated, professional, courageous, sensitive and highly qualified to provide humanitarian support that benefits the peace processes at a hemispheric level, the national development of every country involved and in helping the local communities recover their lands with a high degree of reliability thanks to the monitoring effort. This dependability in the mine-clearing processes is the result of, among other factors, the fact that that the inter-American military monitors have been characterized as being neutral, non-partisan, qualified, accessible, respected and respectful and committed, at every level, to the success of the humanitarian efforts.


The IADB will continue to coordinate, across the hemisphere the efforts of high-quality professional personnel to facilitate the AICMA program as it contributes to the wellbeing and quality of life of thousands of inhabitants of the continent.

Regarding the Confidence and Security Building Measures (CSBMs) that have surfaced as a necessity among nations in order to reduce existing international tensions, promote international peace and serve as an essential factor creating an environment that ensures stable relations among countries and facilitates cooperation on issues of security, in the broadest sense. 
In this context, the Subsecretariat for Advisory Services, in this period, has developed functions that give special relevance to these kinds of activities, to make their contents known to the countries of the hemisphere and to contribute, together with the OAS, to the promotion of these initiatives in the Inter-American System. For this purpose, its efforts have focused on keeping the Inventory of Confidence and Security Building Measures in the Hemisphere updated, based on the information submitted by the member countries, as well as in other regions of the world when relevant to our reality. In addition to the foregoing, it must keep the Inventory of Policy and Defense Papers published updated in accordance with the information submitted by the member countries.

The most significant activities of the Division are the following:

In compliance with the provisions in Resolution AG/RES 2113/XXXVI-O/05, the inventory of CSBMs applied in 2005, related to the hemisphere, was updated, based on reports submitted by eight Member States, and the CSBMs inventory for other regions of the world was also updated. Both reports were submitted as IADB document S-2903 “Update of CSBMs Inventory of the Countries in the Hemisphere and other Regions for 2005.”, to the Secretary General of the OAS, having been presented and distributed at the II CSBMs FORUM.

During the first half of the year the analysis of the existing WHITE PAPERS was carried out and an inventory of these was prepared on a hemispheric-wide level. This was attached as an annex to document IADB S- 2903.

A comparative study was done of all the existing CSBMs in three documents, Santiago Declaration, San Salvador Declaration and Miami Consensus, for the purpose of proposing to the OAS the unification of the CSBMs. This study was submitted as IADB document S-2908 “Analysis of the Confidence and Security Building Measures Implementation Process (CSBMs) in the Region (Compilation of the CSBMs), to the OAS Secretary General, having presented and distributed it at the CSBMs FORUM II. This analysis has been prepared in light of the high-level Meeting planned to take place at the OAS in 2008.

On November 30, 2006, the IADB participated in the Meeting of State Parties to the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions, carried out by the Hemispheric Security Committee, in preparation for the State Parties Conference to take place in 2009. As a result, a resolution was proposed on this subject, which includes the participation of the IADB to develop a computer network of archives and a data base for the utilization of the State Parties Convention.


To comply with document CSH-17/06, a study was elaborated, named: “The limitation of military expenditures and the promotion of greater transparency in the acquisition of conventional arms – synthesis of the existing documents within the OAS, ONU and other organizations, suggestions”.  This study was presented to the General Secretariat of the OAS as document JID S-2911, and distributed in the Meeting on Limitation of Military Expenditures and the Promotion of Greater Transparency in the Acquisition of Armaments, that took place on December 1, 2006 in the framework of the Hemispheric Security Committee.

Regarding Multidimensional Issues, the topic of the Destruction of Firearms, Munitions and Explosives, the IADB participated in April, 2006 in a meeting of the OAS with UN-LIREC to coordinate a hemisphere-wide program. To this effect, notice was sent from the IADB Chairman’s office to the Delegations asking the Member States to express their interest in receiving assistance from the OAS for implementing destruction processes and their willingness to cooperate effectively in the Program by providing financial support. Additionally, support is being given to the program's Pilot Plan, whose first phase is being executed in Nicaragua.

On the subject of Man-Portable Air Defense Systems (MANPADS), the SAS presented to the Council of Delegates and special guests (Meeting 1264, April 20, 2006), an illustration of existing threats to raise awareness to the Member States about the need to control such material. On March 8, a presentation was given to the Hemispheric Security Committee about this subject, during the special meeting on strategies to mitigate no-state threats/actors in relation to the man-portable air defense systems.

In November 2006, the IADB gave a presentation during the “Seminar on the management of weapons under custody and arsenal destruction” organized by the OAS and the Facultad Latinoamericana de Ciencias Sociales (FLACSO), held in Santiago, Chile. The subject matter presented was: “Arms warehousing and arsenal destruction: contribution of the IADB”.

In December 2006, the OAS Mission to Colombia was formed in order to support the action of the Mission of Support to the Peace Process (MAPP) and to plan with Colombian authorities the destruction of 18,000 war weapons and 2,500,000 munitions weapons, in the framework of the peace process developed by the Government with the paramilitary groups who surrendered the weapons all across the country.

In the area of Natural Disasters, the IADB attended the meeting of the Inter-American Disaster Mitigation Network on December 3, 2006 in the city of Santa Cruz de la Sierra, Bolivia. We participated as rapporteur of the panel on “Readiness, contingency plan and humanitarian assistance”, and as a result of these presentations, it was suggested that the IADB participate in this organization, considering its coordination capabilities with the Armed Forces of the countries of the American Hemisphere.

	INTER-AMERICAN DEFENSE COLLEGE



The IADC hosted its XV Advanced Course of Hemispheric Defense and Security Studies for civilian officials, high-ranking military and security officials. This is a very high-level political-strategic course at a non operational level, which provides broad knowledge of International Relations, Inter-American System, International Instruments and Institutional Leadership, Civil-Military Relations, Communications Media and the Armed Forces, Evaluation of the Global and Hemispheric Situation, Peace Operations, Complex Emergencies and Disasters, the Art of Negotiation, Crisis Management and Conflict Resolution/Dispute Settlement, Transformation of the Defense Sector, Defense and Security Policy, Scientific Investigation/Research Techniques, Strategic Information, and Threats, Concerns and Challenges to Security in the Hemisphere.


To date 2,174 students from 23 countries have graduated, of whom more than 500 have reached the highest military ranks, including positions such as Minister of Defense and, in the case of civilians, high-level government posts which include two Presidents of Ecuador and Chile.


One significant aspect is the increase of students enrolled in the optional Master’s Degree programs. To date, 20 graduates have earned a Master’s Degree in International Service from American University and 59 a Master’s Degree in Hemispheric Security and Defense from the Universidad del Salvador, Argentina.


The development of the IADC Academic Curriculum has garnered the approval and been embraced by the Diplomatic Missions of various countries to the OAS, together with an opportunity for designing a special two-day short course on the Inter-American System, geared to diplomats of the Permanent Mission of El Salvador to the OAS. This short course, in the form of a pilot project, 

reflects the desire of the IADC to respond proactively to the requests for educational support for the member states and other OAS entities in accordance with the mission and legal functions of the Inter-American Defense Board.


The IADC Academic Curriculum addresses the Threats, Concerns and Challenges to Security in the Hemisphere, identified by the Special Conference about Security of the OAS in Mexico in 2003, and it progresses from the general to the specific issues, first considering the global situation before transitioning to the hemispheric scenario. Additionally information that was previously dispersed 

in separate components in its format has been brought together into four seminars for the benefit of countries that cannot send full time students to attend the annual course, as well as the incorporation of seminars about specific topics during study trips.


Similarly, there has been an increased level of participation by civilians and security officials. Class 46 is made up of 53 students from 17 countries, of whom 12 are civilians, 4 are senior level officials from National Police forces and 37 are military personnel.


Also, the IADC academic curriculum received official certification the from the “American Council on Education”, an organization that reviews institutes of higher learning in the United States, and recognized, 12 semester hours of academic credit in: International Relations for students attending the courses for, Comparative Policy, Intercultural Communication/Negotiation and 

Leadership Studies, respectively.


 As regards distance learning, two new courses were launched on Interagency Processes and on National Security Strategy, which add to the current course selection on the Inter-American System and on Crisis Management and Conflict Resolution.


The Inter-American Defense College has strengthened its role as an academic institution that provides a valuable contribution to the development of civil-military relations and for the dissemination of democratic values. Its development has been closely followed up by senior level dignitaries and by other institutes of advanced studies and war colleges in the hemisphere, a fact manifested by the visitors received and among which stand out the visit of the Secretary General of the OAS, Permanent Representatives of the Member States to the OAS, as well as of academic institutions of the hemisphere; such as the Brazilian Air Force Staff and Command School, the College of Strategic Studies of the Armed Forces and the Institute of High Military Studies of the Dominican Republic, the Army War College and the Institute of Higher Military Studies of Uruguay, the National War College of Argentina, the Center for National Defense Studies of Guatemala, the National War College of Chile, and the Center for Advanced Naval Studies of Mexico.


Lastly, it is relevant to highlight the academic output of the CID students for the period covered by this report, and which refers to the academic research projects listed below as Annexes 1 and 2.

	CONCLUSION



Following the approval of this new statute, this is the first activity inventory elaborated to register the activities, contributions and goals reached by the Inter-American Defense Board. It can be verified that IADB activities as well as its contributions had a steady increase, such as invitations to participate in conferences, seminars and panels pertaining to military and defense topics and other matters where it can provide guidance, materialize its potential and add value to the activities and initiatives of the OAS.


Beyond the traditional topics of humanitarian demining and security and confidence building measures, the IADB has also been involved in matters related to control and transparency of military expenditures and small arms destruction and ammunitions in arsenals, mitigation of natural disasters and control of man-portable air defense systems (MANPADS). These investigations and analysis are provided by a team of expert officers in the Sub-Secretariat for Advisory Services from different contributing Nations of the hemisphere. The team is readily available to cooperate with the OAS and the Member States on tasks that are within the framework of the IADB statutes.


In the educational area, the IADC has been confirmed as an academic institution of great value for the development of civil-military relationship and for the dissemination of democratic values. Its evolution has been closely followed by high national dignitaries and by other institutes of higher learning and war colleges in the hemisphere, which has been clearly manifested by the visits to the College made by similar institutes of higher studies in the hemisphere.


The recent incorporation of Spain and the Popular Republic of China as Permanent Observers in the IADB in addition to illustrious visits from the Ministers of Defense of Spain and Nicaragua underscore the importance that the role of the IADB may play within the hemisphere. Haiti, which marks the first country to be re-incorporated to the IADB after a long absence, is also testimony that the Board can contribute to the cause of democracy and the governability in the continent.
