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1. Adoption of the order of business
The order of business, document CP/OD-1591/07, was adopted.
2. Oral report of the Assistant Secretary General, Ambassador Albert R. Ramdin, on activities of the Haiti Task Force, October 2006 to March 2007
Ambassador Albert Ramdin, OAS Assistant Secretary General, in his capacity as Chair of the Haiti Task Force, presented a report on the activities it had carried out from October 2006 to March 2007, in keeping with the provisions of resolution AG/RES. 2215 (XXXVI-O/06), “Strengthening Democracy and Socioeconomic Development in Haiti.”
In that connection, the delegations of Haiti, Canada, Venezuela, Brazil, United States, Belize, Chile, Grenada, Saint Lucia, Trinidad and Tobago, Argentina, Peru, Uruguay, Colombia, Mexico, and Bolivia made observations on the Assistant Secretary General’s report.

For his part, the Chair of the Permanent Council indicated that, with support from the Assistant Secretary General and the delegation of Haiti, he had been working on a draft resolution for presentation to the General Assembly at its thirty-seventh regular session which sought to declare Haiti the highest priority of the Americas.

3. Report of the Chair of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities
The Permanent Council considered the report of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) (CP/CISC-321/07 corr. 1) transmitting the recommendations of the Committee on the applications of five civil society organizations.

After hearing the presentation of the report given by the Chair of the Committee, Ambassador Marina Annette Valère, Permanent Representative of Trinidad and Tobago, the Permanent Council decided:
· To endorse the recommendations presented by the Chair of the Committee, as the applications of the following civil society organizations had been approved:

a. Fundación Latinoamericana por los Derechos Humanos y el Desarrollo Social (FUNDALATIN) - CP/CISC-272/06
b. Asociación Nacional de Redes y Organizaciones Sociales - CP/CISC-276/06
c. Bilateral Safety Corridor Coalition (BSCC) - CP/CISC-282/06
d. Freedom House CP/CISC-291/06

e. Fundación Salvadoreña para el Desarrollo Económico y Social (FUSADES) - CP/CISC-306/07 rev.1, and
· To request the OAS General Secretariat to enter in the corresponding OAS register the five civil society organizations whose participation had been approved, in accordance with the provisions of resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99).

4. Oral report by the Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security on the following draft resolutions
Ambassador Javier Sancho Bonilla, Permanent Representative of Costa Rica and Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, presented the following resolutions to the Permanent Council for its consideration:
· Draft resolution: Disarmament and Nonproliferation Education (CP/CSH-855/07 rev. 2)
· Draft resolution: Support for Action against Antipersonnel Mines in Peru and Ecuador (CP/CSH-847/07 rev. 1)

In that connection, the Council decided to approve said resolutions and to present them to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-seventh regular session.
5. Venezuela’s position with respect to the fight against terrorism (freeing of Luis Posada Carriles) (CP/INF. 5483/07)

Ambassador Nelson Pineda Prada, Alternate Representative of Venezuela, presented the topic “Venezuela’s position with respect to the fight against terrorism,” underscoring, inter alia, the Venezuelan government’s request for extradition of Luis Posada Carriles.
The Council decided to take note of the presentation given by the Alternate Representative of Venezuela and of the observations of the delegation of the United States, and to continue its consideration of this matter at a subsequent meeting.

The intervention of the Alternate Representative of Venezuela is published in document CP/INF. 5489/07, and that of the Alternate Representative of the United States in document CP/INF. 5490/07.
6. Referral of documents
