DECLARATION

The Republic of El Salvador acknowledges the merit of the draft resolution on the right to the truth and especially the right of relatives of missing persons to learn of their whereabouts.  However, the draft resolution should not be considered an instrument that affects the manner and methods used in the different national reconciliation processes of states that have suffered from armed conflict in their territories, in particular those in which peace and national reconciliation processes are based on amnesties called for and negotiated by the parties to the conflict and supported by the international community.  Likewise, the Salvadorian state affirms that it does not recognize any ties whatsoever between the content of international instruments, resolutions, conclusions, or recommendations to which it is not a state party or that have emerged from forums or meetings in which it has not participated.  Lastly, the Republic of El Salvador expresses its support for the aforementioned resolution under the terms indicated, provided that its content does not affect the domestic legal framework of the Salvadorian state.
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
