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OPERATIVE PARAGRAPH # 11 BIS
To urge member states that have not yet done so to consider repealing laws defining contempt (desacato) as a crime and adopting rules to ensure that all media are able to operate without political censorship, and are free in practice to express dissenting political views, so as to broaden political debate and foster the dissemination of information and opinions, which is essential to the workings of democracy.  
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
