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Proposal for preambular paragraph 2


GUIDED by the four Geneva Conventions of 1949 and the two Additional Protocols of 1977 thereto, the Declaration of the Rights and Duties of Man of 1948, the American Convention on Human Rights of 1969, and the Inter-American Convention on Forced Disappearance of Persons of 1994, as well as the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons against Enforced Disappearance of 2006, and other international regulatory instruments;

Proposal for a new preambular paragraph: 

OBSERVING with deep concern the existence of armed conflicts that often lead to serious violations of international humanitarian law and human rights standards;

Proposal for preambular paragraph 3

DEEPLY CONCERNED over the suffering caused by both the disappearance of persons and forced disappearances as a result of armed conflict, whether international or not;
Operative paragraphs:

Operative paragraph 1

To urge all parties involved in armed conflict, whether international or not,  and actors in other situations of armed violence to take all appropriate measures to prevent the disappearance of persons, in accordance with  and to respect and promote respect for the provisions of international humanitarian law and international human rights law.
Merge operative paragraphs 12 and 18

To urge member states to punish those guilty of violating the provisions of international human rights law and international humanitarian law that protect persons from disappearances, in particular forced disappearance; and likewise to urge those states that have not yet done so to consider the possibility of becoming parties to the Inter-American Convention on Forced Disappearance of Persons, the Rome Statue of the International Criminal Court, and other international regulatory instruments aimed at preventing the forced disappearance of persons involved in armed conflicts and at bringing to justice the perpetrators of crimes against those instruments.
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
